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I. Operations.

Archival practice requires a continuing commitment and dedication to the understanding of
information systems, the systematic reduction of the volume of information resources, and the
organization of retained information so that it will be useful in the future. Carrying out any one
of these three tasks may involve the archivist in endless details, countless meetings about
assigning responsibilities and selecting technologies, and earnest attempts to apply prescriptive
routines and rules to unique situations. Only a grasp of the connectedness of theory and practice
enables archivists to prioritize their responsibilities and allot the time and resources required for
building a successful program.

After thirty-two years, the University of Illinois Archives has recorded many achievements.
Many challenges remain. A principal objective of the archives has been productivity, which may
be best measured by increased use. The effectiveness of an archives is not measured in access
speed, innovative technological applications, annual report glosses or press releases. At Illinois,
18,000 cubic feet of information in 6,000 record series are retained for 6,000 uses a year. Since
1963, the archives has recorded over 121,000 uses of its holdings. The archives has met the
needs of freshmen writing rhetoric papers and alumni verifying recollections. Likewise, it
attracts scholars from eighty American universities and colleges and many foreign countries,
many of whom come to Urbana to pursue research interests in the archives. Program growth has
been sustained by the support of the university administrators, faculty and students; professional
associations supporting contractual agreements for archival services; and donors who believed
that the past should be accountable and available to the future.

New hardware and software options afford improved access and flexibility for the systems that
provide basic intellectual and physical control of our holdings. Our PARADIGM system has
operated successfully on the mainframe for nearly a quarter-century. In 1994-95, we began a
process to convert PARADIGM to a microcomputer application. Demonstrations and extended
conferences with software specialists led to selection of software and design of the database, data
entry screens, and hard-copy reports. The unmet challenge is to deliver a fully functional system
that operates as efficiently as the current batch-mode system and offers enhancements for
researchers. We have allocated equal time to other advances that increase the electronic
accessibility to information about our research holdings.

The most effective way to contribute to the long-term development of archival practice is
through a program of graduate archival education and training. Since 1967, 390 students have
had archival instruction at the University of Illinois and now hold archival and library positions
across the country from New Haven to Los Angeles. A similar number have obtained practical
experience working in the University Archives. Retiring June 30, 1995, | thank the archivists,
staff, students and administrators who have brought us this far and extend best wishes to those
who will carry on the development of the University of Illinois Archives.
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A. Staff.

In June, Assistant Archivist William Maher was appointed Interim University Archivist effective
July 1. He had major responsibilities for the development of automated systems, processing,
preservation and directing association archives projects. Student life and culture archivist John
Straw staffed the Archives Research Center and supervised the entry of data into print
publications and Internet systems and the processing of records relating to fraternities and other
student organizations. Robert Dunkelberger carried out records management work with
university offices and maintained administrative records. Phyllis Danner has assumed
responsibilities for the acquisition, processing and research use of band and music holdings.
Staff intern Nina Davis processed faculty papers and assisted in the Search Room during the first
semester. Robert Chapel held the primary responsibility for the reference workload, contacts
with the Library, and supervision of the students employed by the Archives and listed in Table 1.

The efficient work of nineteen students is reflected in the accomplishments described throughout
this report. Student wage funds covered 508 graduate student hours and 728 undergraduate
student hours, a decrease of 10% compared with 1993-94. Overall student hours increased from
4,594 t0 5,063. Of this total, 1,606 or 32% were compensated from Library funds. In addition to
regular hourly student employees, the Library provided one quarter-time assistantship. The
Graduate School of Library and Information Science provided a quarter-time assistantship
during the academic year. The American Library Association contract provided two
quarter-time assistantships and the Association of American Law Schools, the American
Association of Law Libraries, the Advertising Council and the American Society for Quality
Control contracts and the Stewart Howe Archival Program Endowment provided quarter-time
assistantships.

The principal accomplishment of the Archives in staffing continued to be its ability to operate
the archival program with students. In 1994-95, 80% of our graduate student hours did not come
from Library appropriations. The Archives has a continuing need for a records manager to
schedule inactive university records, an audio-visual archivist to process and service over a
quarter of a million images in our iconographic collections, a reference archivist to meet
increasing user demands, a specialist to cope with the volume of old and deteriorating records
that require conservation treatment or copying to another format for retrieval, and a data systems
archivist to develop and maintain connections between our local systems and national networks.
Five additional staff positions would permit us to handle our present work load with professional
staff and bring staffing to the level of archives of comparable size and usage. Our extensive use
of student employees remains a "bargain” for the university and an effective means of practical
archival education. Undergraduates assist in the Search Room and graduate students draft
finding aids on personal computers, but the extensive use of students requires the annual training
of the staff and supervising a large number of student employees in addition to normal teaching
and research.

With 18,223 cubic feet of records in 22,184 cubic feet of shelf space, the Archives is 82%
occupied. Records in twelve locations delay reference service.

The archives staff spent many hours in meetings with architects, engineers, and university staff
developing remodeling plans for the Horticulture Field Laboratory for expanded use by the
Archives Research Center. A significant part of the funding for Phase I priorities will be for
repairs and modernization of a seventy year old building. Plans incorporate temperature and
humidity controls for three levels of stack space, which will provide environmentally-acceptable
space for 18,000 cubic feet of archives. The remodeling will also provide more usable space and
upgrade the quality of the search room, offices, and processing rooms.

In December and January, the staff worked to dry and salvage about 40 cubic feet of archives
that suffered water damage due to a leaking radiator valve above stacks in the Child
Development Laboratory.

C. Equipment.

Surplus property was the source for six bookcases, three file cabinets, shelving, two chairs, a
table and a computer. Two computers, a printer and auxiliary equipment upgraded and extended
facilities for data entry and processing. Archival boxes and folders cost $2,247.

The Archives' processed holdings include office records (61%), personal papers (30%), and
publications (9%). Processed volumes in cubic feet are the approximate equivalents of 6,020 file
drawers, 13,475,400 manuscripts and 11,508 books. See Tables 2 and 3 for breakdowns of
record groups in the University and ALA Archives by types of records.

95% of the holdings of the University Archives are processed. Portions of the Archives
Classification Guide have been revised and retyped. Processing totals for the past year increased
by 22 record series and decreased by 49 cubic feet. The Archives contains about 15,975,400
historical manuscripts. ALA Archives processing totals increased by 11 record series and
decreased by 5 cubic feet. 97% are processed.

I11. Program Activities.

A. Personal Papers.

The major additions to the 830 collections of personal papers were those of librarian Robert
Downs, humanities administrator McNeil Lowry, Proust researcher Philip Kolb, and football
coach Ray Eliot.

B. Publications.

The staff placed security copies of basic administrative publications at the Archives Research
Center and concentrated work on incoming publications from Agriculture, Education and
Engineering. They processed several shipments of university publications received from the
Illinois State Library.

C. Oral History, Sound and Video Recordings.

About a hundred Advertising Council and intercollegiate sports videotapes constituted the bulk
of our acquisitions.

D. Photographs.

Staff added to and reorganized the general photographic file. Given the demand for photographs
suitable for illustrated histories, it is unfortunate that several cubic feet await staff time for
interfiling.

E. Finding Aids.

The staff expanded the PARADIGM subject descriptor data base from 4,761 terms to 4,858
terms. Staff members produced 581 pages of supplementary finding aids, which brought the
total to 11,125. Student assistants entered older finding aids on word processing disks and
scanned the published 317-page guide to the Avery Brundage Collection to facilitate access and
revision.
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F. Automation.

Efforts to use electronic communication technology to reach users continued. Staff worked with
personnel from the Library Systems Office, the Office of Administrative Information Systems
and Services (AISS), and a consulting firm to develop a microcomputer database application to
replace and upgrade the PARADIGM system maintained since the early 1970s on the
University's administrative mainframe computer. Data were converted and a data entry system
was developed, but system functionality and speed remain problematic, and a patron interface is
not yet developed.

A word-processing based system was developed for printing and electronic storage of the text of
Archives' control cards. The system will allow ready conversion of control card descriptions for
use in databases guides.

Staff successfully converted a PC-File accession register database to Paradox, expanding the
database to maintain information on location of unprocessed holdings. Network wiring and
installation of communication cards was completed for four workstations at the Archives Search
Room and the Archives Research Center. Six computers with network connections permitted the
staff to develop Internet descriptions of holdings, maintain databases, and access electronic mail.

Staff initiated work for an Archives' "homepage" accessible via the World Wide Web on the
Internet. Drawing text from analytical descriptions of archival holdings prepared for descriptive
brochures, the Web postings will highlight Archives' holdings relating to university history,
advertising, African-American studies, agriculture, librarianship, life sciences, Russian and East
European studies, sports, and student life and culture. The homepage will also provide a link to
previously developed Gopher listings of American Library Association archives and student life
and culture holdings.

1V. Program Areas.

A. Student Life and Culture.

An agreement between the Stewart Howe Foundation and the University provides endowment
income to build an archival program relating to student life and culture. The program archivist
acquires, describes, preserves, and provides reference service for material relating to student life
and organizations.

He sent copies of the "Preserving Your Fraternal Heritage" booklet to the national headquarters
of all fraternities and sororities with an accompanying letter of support from the National
Interfraternity Foundation. The distribution of the booklet resulted in additions of publications
and contacts with organizations concerning their archives. Additions to the Howe Collection
included materials from 79 fraternities and sororities, including 259 issues of journals, 35
volumes of publications, and .5 cubic feet of newsletters, brochures, and clippings for addition to
fraternity files.

Working with external organizations and groups increased the visibility of the program to users
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and resulted in significant additions to archival holdings. The executive director and staff
members of Kappa Sigma came from Charlottesville, Virginia, to see the Howe Collection.
Members of the Illinois chapter alumni group of Pi Beta Phi used materials on their sorority from
the Howe Collection and donated new items. We held an exhibit and open house at the Archives
Research Center for their centennial celebration. The executive director of Alpha Lambda Delta
visited on two occasions, including once with the organization's historian, to use their archives
and add materials. The historian for Phi Eta Sigma used their archives on several occasions in
writing articles and a history of that honor society. Beta Alpha Psi used materials from their
archives for a videotape history shown at their national convention and now available for
purchase. The program archivist continued to work with the Society for the Preservation of
Greek Housing as a member of its Preservation Committee. He participated in a plaque
presentation ceremony for houses placed on the National Register of Historic Places and
prepared an exhibit for the event.

An agreement was reached with Alpha Tau Omega National Fraternity to preserve and maintain
their archives. The agreement includes funds to support a graduate assistant to process the
records and provide reference service. Additional funds were supplied by ATO for two graduate
students to begin processing the records at the national headquarters before transfer.

Interaction with campus groups and personnel was important in acquiring materials and
communicating with users about the program's holdings. The program archivist maintained an
effective working relationship with Greek Affairs personnel in the Dean of Students Office, who
continued to send publications and records for inclusion in the archives. Approximately 25
members of the Panhellenic Council met at the Archives Research Center and heard a
presentation by the program archivist. Panhellenic scrapbooks and records were added to the
collection, and materials were used for an exhibit in the Illini Union. The program archivist met
with personnel from the office of Residential Life concerning the transfer of their records.
Meetings were also held with the director and staff of La Casa Cultural Latino, and their records
were acquired. The graduate assistant processed collections, assisted with reference, maintained
the Howe database, sorted and filed fraternity and sorority publications, and managed the ARC
office in the program archivist's absence.

B. Farm Records.

The archivist signed an agreement with the Ralph Allen Family to "preserve the Allen family
agricultural heritage.” This Tazewell County family has been associated with the university
since 1872, has been converting photographic negatives and prints to archival quality material,
and uses the archival records for an excellent family newsletter. Accounting records were added
for a farm in Christian County.

C. Sports Archives.

The archivist discussed the long-term development of a program to locate and make accessible
archival research material relating to sports in cooperation with the Division of Intercollegiate
Athletics. A program to transfer film to videotape was begun.
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D. Sousa Archives for Band Research

Responsibility for the John Philip Sousa and related band collections of Herbert L. Clarke and
Carl Busch was transferred from the School of Music, University Bands, to the Library. Phyllis
Danner, who had been caring for the materials as Band Librarian, was appointed as Sousa
Librarian, reporting to the University Archivist. Although the John Philip Sousa collection has
been held by the University since the 1930s, the establishment of the Sousa Archives for Band
Research (SABRE) and the affiliation with the University Archives will enable the Sousa
Archivist to develop the collection, relate it to other band music research resources already held
by the University Archives, and take advantage of archival and library methodology to provide
descriptive access and promote use. Consisting of 308 cubic feet, the Sousa, Clarke, and Busch
collections join another 104 cubic feet of A. Austin Harding and Mark Hindsley Papers and
Band motion pictures and tape recordings previously acquired and processed by the Archives
and housed in the Band Building. The staff drafted a grant proposal to secure funding for access
to, and preservation of, the documentary materials. Public service included providing
bibliographic instruction for graduate music classes, a presentation for a School of Music
symposium, presentations to school and civic groups, and a program in conjunction with the
office of Continuing Education and Public Service. 489 visitors toured the John Philip Sousa
and Herbert L. Clarke exhibits and the Carl Busch Collection of musical instruments. The Sousa
Librarian answered reference questions, prepared information for BBC Radio for a five-part
program on Scott Joplin and John Philip Sousa, and contacted potential donors.

E. Kolb Papers.

With the financial support of the Library, the Archives hired a graduate assistant who processed
eight cubic feet of Kolb Papers and an additional three cubic feet, which were returned to Room
413 Library. The latter material will be transferred to the archives when the work of visiting
librarians and digitization projects are completed or when grantor organizations stipulate that the
Kolb Papers shall be transferred to archival custody, where they would be made accessible for
research use.

F. Organizational Archives.

The university educates students for life in a society where many contributions are made through
professional organizations. Archival services agreements provide research resources, link
academic or professional societies with a research university, and provide support for the
archival program.

1. The American Library Association Archives concentrated on processing, control, and
reference. The volume of processed records grew 86 cubic feet, from 1,805 to 1,891.
Accessions included presidential papers of Kathryn Laich, William Summers and Patricia
Schuman, and additions to ALCTS, ACRL, ALSC, RASD, and YALSA subject files. Total
usage decreased from 366 to 333. The number of subject descriptors in the database increased
from 3,925 to 3,948 and the number of finding aid pages from 1,637 to 1,712. The guide to
selected record series accessible on Internet through the University of Illinois Gopher system has
attracted many inquiries, some of which have been led to specific requests for materials before
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researchers come to the Archives. The archivist and project assistant met with association
liaison staff in Chicago and discussed records retention and transfer. The assistant presented a
paper at the fall meeting of the Midwest Archives Conference on "Low Ec, High Tech: An
Economical Approach to Electronic Access” and submitted brief articles to ALA publications on
Internet access to the archives. The archivist attended a meeting of the Library History Round
Table and received a Certificate of Appreciation for organizing and making available the
American Library Association archives.

2. The research assistant for the American Association of Law Libraries archival project
processed 6 new record series and additions to 14 existing series amounting to 9 cubic feet;
responded to reference requests; updated and edited electronic copies of finding aids for entry in
AALLNET,; and prepared an exhibit on "Committees: Connecting Law Librarians™ for the 1995
meeting in Pittsburgh, PA.

3. The archival assistant for the Association of American Law Schools processed 3 new record
series and additions to 11 existing record series amounting to 26 cubic feet. Following an
unauthorized use in the summer of 1994, the staff moved the archives from the Law Building to
the Archives Research Center to improve security and reference service and provide expansion
room. The assistant archivist visited AALS headquarters and the archival services contract was
renewed.

4. The project assistant for the Advertising Council Archives prepared hallway and library
exhibits and processed the 50th Anniversary Subject File, Smokey Bear artifacts, and media
campaign materials.

5. For the archives of the American Society for Quality Control, the project graduate assistant
processed 6 new record series amounting to 8 cubic feet and created 7 record series to provide
more specific control of accessions. The solicitation of archival material from sections brought 8
responses. The archives now holds records of 23 sections.

6. The staff processed additions to the Third Armored Division Association archives,
including military histories received from Andrew Barr, monographs from American, Belgian
and German sources and photographs from members. They prepared an exhibit commemorating
the fiftieth anniversary of the Battle of the Bulge and indexed the Association newsletter.

V. Records Management.

The Archives' basic records management responsibilities are to evaluate all university
information systems to determine what shall be destroyed and what shall be transferred to the
Archives, and to improve the quality of university records by advising offices concerning
standards, procedures and techniques required for the efficient creation, use and destruction of
records. The Campus Administrative Manual includes sections on records disposal procedures
and the Archives' Microfilm Advisory Service.

During the past year, archivists completed work on 9 records disposal schedules. 47 active
series with an annual accumulation of 36.9 cubic feet and 1 inactive series with a volume of 20.0
cubic feet were approved for destruction. 14 series with an annual accumulation of 12.4 cubic
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feet were scheduled for transfer to the Archives. Schedules were completed for the Department
of Curriculum and Instruction, Research Administration Group, College of Education Dean's
Office, Department of Theatre, Office of the Chancellor, Office of Affirmative Action, College
of Veterinary Medicine Dean's Office, La Casa Cultural Latina, and the Survey Research Lab.
Records scheduled include Inventions, Contracts, and Intellectual Property Committee files from
Research Administration; College of Education legal cases file; Affirmative Action statistical
reports, complaint case files, and compliance material; and Survey Research Laboratory project
files.

The 198 records disposal authorizations developed by the staff since 1970 cover the routine
destruction of 811 active series accumulating at a rate of 3077.5 cubic feet a year, and the
archival transfer of 137 series with an annual accumulation of 105.3 cubic feet. Based on office
space costs estimated at $13 per square foot annually, the Archives' records retention schedules
save the university $40,008 each year in storage space.

The Archives faces the continuing challenge of educating university staff in the preparation of
records disposal schedules. Normal turnover means that new personnel often are unaware of
state laws and university policy governing the use and disposal of information, existing
schedules, and the potential long-term value of records. An Internet-based system to provide
basic information and answer common questions would allow easy access to the initial steps of
scheduling and enable the Archives staff to devote time to records appraisal and information
policies and procedures.

The campus would benefit from access to a records center for the short-term retention of
noncurrent records and from the coordination of microfilm and document imaging services to
rationalize and expedite applications of information processing technologies.

Records management work is most visible in the appraisal and scheduling of paper-based files,
often at the time an office is moved or closed. A more pressing long-term need is for effective
procedures to cover growing electronic information systems. The Archives scheduled its first
computer tapes in 1978 to assure long-term access to statistical data on faculty teaching loads.

In 1987-90, we completed the first schedule of a large centralized electronic information system
to permit the orderly disposal of financial information in accordance with audit requirements. In
the past five years, the rapid growth of electronic information systems at all levels of the
university has increased access to growing quantities of information in offices. The missing
component when these systems are designed, upgraded, or replaced has been consideration of the
long-term value and accessibility of information. The development of suitable guidelines based
on a survey of electronic records systems should be a priority for the records management
program.

V1. Use.

A. Reference Service.

5,574 reference uses represent a 10% decrease compared with 1993-94. Tables 5 and 6 show
users and purposes of use for the July 1, 1994 to June 30, 1995 period. Table 7 shows five year
trends in percentages. Table 8 shows records used in the past year. The most frequently used
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record groups were Alumni Association, Public Affairs, President's Office, Student Affairs,
Agriculture, and Liberal Arts and Sciences.

The lack of experienced professional reference staffing continues to limit the amount of
reference service the archives can provide. Since breaking the 5,000 uses a year barrier in 1983,
the annual usage has averaged 5,182. The nearly equal division of the bulk of our holdings
between two locations a mile apart also limits our ability to meet users needs for archival
material.

Major publications resulting from archival research included Sally H. Clarke, Regulation and the
Revolution in United State Farm Productivity (Cambridge, 1994), Muriel Scheinman, A Guide to
Aurt at the University of Illinois (lllinois, 1995), and Ann Silverberg, A Sympathy with Sounds,
A Brief History of the...School of Music (lllinois, 1995).

B. Research Use.

Forty-five doctoral candidates used the resources of the University Archives. Seventeen
dissertation and thesis researchers were from Illinois, four from Wisconsin and two each were
from Maine, Minnesota and Texas. Twelve were in history, ten in music, seven in library and
information science, and six in education. Six other disciplines were represented. Twenty-three
candidates spent extended periods in the Archives. Their topics included advertising and
industry, African-American students in the 1945-55 period, Albert Lee and African-American
students at Illinois from 1895 to 1945, campus master plans, cultural impact of roads on Mexican
society, the Farm Bureau and the dissemination of technological information, Farmington Plan,
Lejaren Hiller and computer music, Illinois ecologists, Indonesian studies resources, Japanese
and American music education, library development in Latin America, Library School graduates
from 1897 to 1920, 1950s novels for adolescents, ROTC in the 1955-80 period, segregation in
Southern libraries, and the social backgrounds of students from 1868 to 1900.

Fifty-three graduate students and 133 undergraduates used archival material for course or
seminar papers and reports. The number of researchers working on Chief Illiniwek decreased
from 45 to 32. The next most popular research topics were Krannert Center for the Performing
Arts, Allerton Park and the Boneyard. Architecture and library and information science courses
provided the major classroom usage, especially "Historic Preservation™ (Architecture 319) and
"Administration & Use of Archival Materials™ (LIS 438). Other course or classroom subjects
were African-American Cultural Center, Amnesty International, Armenian genocide, Avery
Brundage, Black Greek organizations, College of Education, Dance Department, enroliment
statistics, information systems and S. Charles Kendeigh. Another forty-six graduate students and
146 undergraduates used the Archives for research on Alpha Chi Sigma, Altgeld chimes,
architecture graduates, economics faculty 1895-1995, "The Girls Next Door" 25th anniversary,
Lincoln Hall, John P. Sousa's band and Lorado Taft.  Fraternity historical research centered on
Delta Sigma Theta, Alpha Kappa Alpha, Kappa Sigma and Alpha Phi Alpha. Thirty-three
students consulted Illios. Many students used the Daily Illini and directories. Class visits came
from history graduate and undergraduate courses studying oral history and two classes of the
Library and Information Science core course. Foreign librarians visiting as Mortenson
associates and the Panhellenic Council also received archival presentations. Students comprised
33% of our users. Undergraduates were 71% of our student users and accounted for 45% of the
student usage. Student usage by college was Liberal Arts & Sciences (41%), Fine & Applied
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Arts (16%), Commerce (11%), Library & Information Science (7%), Engineering (6%),
Education (6%), Agriculture (6%) and all other (7%).

Eighty-two Illinois faculty from thirty-nine departments used the Archives to study academic
ranks, architecture alumni, campus art, Chief Hliniwek, electrical power on campus, farm
records, genealogical data in anthropological field work, marching band, Morgantina
excavations, National Association of Farm Broadcasters' 50th anniversary, North Central
Association reports, rhetoric paper topics, student life, and university history. Faculty
researched histories of Kinesiology and Music. They did biographical research on John
Bardeen, Percy Grainger, Oscar Lewis, Martin Mosher, Herbert Mumford, Lawrence Norton,
Louis Ridenour, Joseph Scott, Lorado Taft, Arthur Talbot and Stanley White. Salary inquiries
accounted for 10% of the faculty use. Most faculty users were from Liberal Arts and Sciences
(29%), Fine and Applied Arts (20%), Agriculture (13%), Library (8%) and Engineering (7%).

Faculty members from eighty-two other universities and colleges in twenty-nine states, Canada,
Croatia, Cuba, Germany, Russia and the United Kingdom used the University Archives. Among
their topics were accreditation, acoustics, Advertising Council, African-American athletes before
1920, American participation in the 1936 Olympics, American Philosophical Association,
business education, China in the Olympics, Filipino students, Germany in the postwar Olympics,
intercollegiate athletics and media broadcasting, Lambda Chi Alpha, marketing, Missouri
Botanical Garden, Morgantina excavations in Sicily, National Council of Teachers of English
Curriculum Commission, natural history, A Historical Dictionary of the Olympics, 1968
Olympic protests, Phi Eta Sigma, Radar development, science information specialists, scientists
in international relations, Shoshone Indians, southern culture photographs, Turkish prisoners of
war in World War 1, university buildings photographs and the Wharton School at Pennsylvania.
Biographical studies concerned Paul Anderson, W. Ross Ashby, Harold Babbitt, Charles Beard,
Ernest Bernbaum, Boyd H. Bode, Arthur B. Coble, Ray Eliot, Stephen A. Forbes, William Goss,
Ernest Ingold, Gustav Karsten, Desmond O'Grady, Charles Platt, John P. Sousa, Julian Steward
and Stanley White.

Alumni and the public used the Archives for research on African historiography, Alpha Tau
Omega, Beta Alpha Psi, campus photographs, course descriptions, College of Education, Illinois
exhibits at the 1904 St. Louis World's Fair, football players photographs for the College Football
Hall of Fame, Kappa Kappa Gamma, Kappa Sigma, Smokey the Bear, 1964 Rose Bowl, 1936
Olympic Games, Otto Harassowitz Company, Pi Beta Phi, American Society for Quality Control
section meetings and University Women's Club. Researchers used the Avery Brundage
Collection for studies of Olympic games and issues. Twelve alumni consulted Illios for
information on classmates and organizations. Fifteen television and radio stations, four
broadcasting producers and five News-Gazette reporters used archival resources. George
Enescu, John Bardeen, Margaret D. Blake, Harold Grange, Allan Nevins, Foster North, Fidel
Ramos, John P. Sousa, Julian Steward, Roger Strehlow, and Lorado Taft were subjects of
biographical research. Twenty-five users sought family history and genealogical information.
Among the unique inquiries were requests for John Bardeen photographs and documents for an
Inventors Hall of Fame, photographs and audiotapes of farm broadcasters for a 50th anniversary
meeting of the National Association of Farm Broadcasters, and a Kathleen Brown speech at
Ilinois from the Pete Wilson for Governor Committee. While 41% of the public users were
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from Illinois, the others were from 36 states and nine foreign countries. Citizens in 29 Illinois
counties used the Archives, but Champaign and Cook counties in Illinois, New York and
Washington accounted for 35% of total public usage.

The major administrative users of the Archives were staff from the Library, Intercollegiate
Athletics, Foundation, Agriculture, Public Affairs, Campus Affairs, Facilities Planning and
Management, Communications and Engineering. Thirty-seven other university offices and
departments used the Archives. Major administrative uses of the Archives were financial
development work, sports publicity, and campus planning, construction and renovation. About
43% of the use was by officers and employees of alumni and development offices. There were
continuing demands for faculty and building photographs, class reunion information and salary
data. Topics included Agriculture staffing in 1919-23, Applied Life Sciences, class photographs
and reunions, Continuing Education and Public Service history, dance recordings, Devore
Reallocation Report, digitization of documents and photographs, financial campaigns,
Foundation constitution and bylaws, founding dates of colleges and departments, halftime spots
for sports broadcasts, Harvestore silos, Illini Union publications, Library floor plans, Music
School centennial, Physical Education-Kinesiology centennial, PLATO history, salaries,
Saturday night in Champaign television documentary, Senate records, Social Work School's 50th
anniversary, sports history of the university, statuary on campus, University Hall entrance
contract specifications, women in agriculture and World War Il ending documentary broadcast.
Administrators requested information on Henry Bacon, Ray Eliot, Paul V.B. Jones, Helmut
Korst, King McCristal, William A. Oldfather, Lorado Taft, Merle Trees, John VVan Horne, and
Sarah Willard.

Thirty-one faculty members and graduate students from twenty-four other universities in thirteen
states and Canada and Japan used the ALA Archives for studies of ALA and the National
Coalition for Literacy, American Association of Law Libraries committees and publications,
American library education programs in postwar Japan, camp librarians in World War 1,
censorship and intellectual freedom, college and research libraries' bibliographic instruction,
Daniel Boorstin's nomination for Librarian of Congress, Government Documents Round Table,
interlibrary loans, Normal School librarians in Washington, photographs of Quebec public
libraries, Sanford Berman, Social Responsibilities Round Table, and women librarians in
California. Six researchers at Illinois, Indiana, Louisiana State, Texas and Wisconsin worked on
doctoral dissertations. Other ALA users included eight administrative staff at the Chicago
headquarters and members in nine states. Research topics included ALA Bulletin staff, archival
listings on Gopher, a 1972 Intellectual Freedom Committee hearing, library activism
photographs, Library War Services, Reference Books Bulletin, Urban Library Council programs,
and videotapes and other visual publications. Ten students and faculty in the Graduate School of
Library and Information Science and Library used the ALA Archives for work on research
papers. Their topics included administrative histories, Carnegie grants, Intellectual Freedom
Committee, and library directors.

C. Publicity.
On November 19, the Archives held an open house for departmental librarians and distributed

listings of its holdings of publications, official files and personal papers. The assistant archivist
was a guest panelist on WGN's "Extension 720", a two hour talk radio program on collections,
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programs, and issues in research archives and libraries.

The student life and culture archivist prepared an exhibit for Zeta Psi fraternity's Lincoln Day
Celebration in the Illini Union. An exhibit on "African-American Fraternities and Sororities”
was prepared at the Archives Research Center for Black History Month. Other exhibits at ARC
featured Acacia, Alpha Chi Omega, Alpha Lambda Delta, Kappa Sigma, Pi Beta Phi, and the
National Panhellenic Conference and the University of Illinois Panhellenic Council. The Orange
and Blue Observer interviewed the program archivist and used materials from the Archives for a
series of articles on the history of the fraternity system at the University. An article on the
Stewart Howe Collection appeared in Kappa Sigma's national magazine Caduceus.

The wall-mounted exhibit case in the library tunnel provided space for posters and exhibit
material relating to contemporary iconography, faculty friends, Stanley Ikenberry, Smokey Bear,
ALA publications, Booklist, and the Big Ten Centennial. The Sousa Librarian prepared a
Library corridor exhibit on the harp and the Roslyn Rensch Papers for a regional meeting of the
American Harp Society. Table 9 lists twelve Archives exhibits prepared by the staff.

VII. Archival Program.

A. Archival Education.

Teaching remains an integral part of our archival program. As a Departmental Affiliate in the
Graduate School of Library and Information Science, the archivist taught ten students in
"Archival Information Systems History and Theory" (LIS 433) in the fall semester. In the spring
semester, the archivist and assistant archivist team taught a class of eight students in the basic
course on the "Administration and Use of Archival Material” (LIS 438). The students prepared
footnote citations for administrative histories of University and American Library Association
offices, exhibits using archival materials, and research papers on archivists and manuscripts
curators. They also processed record series in a practicum. The archivist attended GSLIS new
student orientation meetings. The archival staff counseled students using the archival resources
for seminar and course papers or class assignments.

In the past year, archivists from two universities, the Gerber-Hart Library of Chicago and the
Illinois State Archives visited the archives. Requests for policies and information on our
archival program were received from eight universities. The archivist visited the Richard
Nixon Presidential Library at Yorba Linda, CA, the Centre for Olympic Studies in London, ON,
and the University of Kentucky Archives in Lexington, KY. The assistant archivist visited the
Smithsonian Institution archives, Illinois State Archives, Minnesota Historical Society, and
archives and special collections units at the University of Minnesota.

B. Professional Activities.

William Maher completed his three-year term as treasurer of the Society of American Archivists,
including successful presentation of a proposal for a dues increase at the SAA's 1994 annual
meeting. He chairs the SAA's Fellows Posner Prize award committee, and led a team of three
SAA members to interview a candidate for Archivist of the United States. He completed his
service as chair of the Midwest Archives Conference President's Award Committee. Heis a
member of the Steering Committee of the newly-formed CIC University Archivists Group. He
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attended meetings of SAA, MAC, and the CIC University Archivists. For 1991-96, he is project
director for the Library's NEH brittle books preservation microfilming project, and has recently
prepared an application for continued funding through 1997. He co-authored, with Maynard
Brichford, "Archival Issues in Network Electronic Publications™ in the spring 1995 Library
Trends.

John Straw published "From Classroom to Commons: Documenting the Total Student
Experience in Higher Education” in Archival Issues and an article on "The Student Life and
Culture Program" in Preservation and Conservation Association Newsletter. He was appointed
to a three-year term on the Membership Committee of the Society of American Archivists. He
attended the Midwest Archives Conference spring meeting in Chicago and the Society of
American Archivists annual meeting in Indianapolis. He attended a National Center for
Supercomputing Applications digital imaging workshop and served on the UIUC
Library/Kodak/Follett Digital Imaging Project Committee. He provided professional
consultation to Alpha Tau Omega National Fraternity on a microfilming/digital imaging project
for their national magazine and to archivists from the national headquarters of Kappa Kappa
Gamma, Phi Sigma Sigma, Sigma Alpha lota, and Sigma Chi concerning their archives.

Robert Dunkelberger attended the Spring meeting of the Midwest Archives Conference, and
continued his appointment as archivist for the Council of Planning Librarians. He also visited
the archives at Northwestern University, the Presbyterian Church Archives in Philadelphia, and
the National Archives in Washington, D.C.

Maynard Brichford attended meetings of the Society of American Archivists in Indianapolis,
American Library Association in Chicago and the Midwest Archives Conference in Chicago. At
the latter meeting, he chaired and commented on a session on fee archives. He served on the
General Commission on Archives and History of the United Methodist Church, chaired the
Archives Committee, and attended the annual meeting at Drew University. He attended
meetings of Central Illinois Conference Archives and History Committee and presented a paper
on Peter Cartwright at the North Central Jurisdiction Archives and History Conference in
Pleasant Plains, IL. He served on the Rare Books and Special Collections Librarian Search
Committee. In October, he presented a paper on "Avery Brundage and Money" at the Second
International Olympic Symposium at the University of Western Ontario. He attended the annual
meeting of the North American Society for Sport History at Long Beach, CA and received a
NASSH Recognition Award for exceptional contributions to the study of sport history. The
award recognized the role of the archives staff in making the Avery Brundage Collection
available for research on the modern Olympic Movement. He attended the dedication of the
Margaret Cross Norton Archives Building in Springfield, IL. He revised a short history of the
university for the International Dictionary of University Histories. His article on "German
Archival Development and Its Influence on Americans" was accepted for publication in the
Yearbook of German-American Studies.

VI11. Plans and Future Development.
A. Provide sufficient space to permit the retention of records of archival value,
regardless of format, and work to ensure that conditions for preservation, security, and
access in the University Archives Search Room and the Archives Research Center

approach minimum standards for preservation, security, and access.

B. Facilitate campus and public access to archival holdings through additional topical
brochures on holdings and Internet listings.

C. Develop guidelines to facilitate the application of existing records policies to
electronic information systems while continuing to prepare records retention schedules
for traditional paper records.

D. Improve the quality and linkages in our system of finding aids and reference files
to accommodate growing collections and increased usage.

E. Develop the student life and culture archival program by strengthening our
advisory relationships with national fraternal organizations, applying electronic
technologies for the preservation and dissemination of fraternal information resources,
and adopting new approaches in working with student organizations to identify
archives.

F. Serve instructional and scholarly needs by integrating the Sousa Archives for Band
Research as a vital component of the program through emphasis on archival
approaches to collection development, preservation, descriptive finding aids, exhibits,
and researcher access.
