1. (10:00 am) Michael Norman: Alma Analytics and reports
a. Brief overview of searching in Primo provided to start
i. In Primo, permalink option will give you the Alma identifier/MMS ID (string of numbers at end of URL); expanding Location information will give you the Barcode 
b. Question: Do staff have access to analytics? Answer: Certain permissions are required to see and use Analytics, these can be requested if you don’t already have them.
c. Use Advanced Search to pull information out of Alma, then use Export List in upper right to create spreadsheet of results
i. Inventory searching: 
1. Physical Titles – Holdings > Library (Holdings) – Equals – Your Unit (this search will bring up all titles held at that library)
2. Physical Items – Holdings > Library (Holdings) – Equals – Your Unit (this search will bring up all physical items in location)
3. Permanent physical location will let you specify a sublocation in a unit
4. Physical Item > Process type will let you specify a status like Loan, Lost, Missing, Acquisition, etc. 
ii. Search Queries can be saved
d. Alma Analytics
i. Catalog will let you see all the queries you’re working on; UIUC specific folder includes Michael’s, which is public 
ii. To create analysis
1. Click Create in upper right and then Analysis
2. Select a subject area (physical items is a common one)
3. Drag and drop criteria from Subjects Areas section into selected columns (like library name, locations code, or other bib information)
a. MMS ID and/or OCLC Control Number are good things to include
b. Num of Loans (in Physical Item Details) is your circulation data; In House information includes going to preservations, etc. 
4. Apply Filters by clicking on the wheel icon by in the column criteria
5. Once you’ve developed your criteria, Click on Results in upper left to run the query
iii. If limiting by call number ranges, use wildcards in Analytics (Michael will send list)
2. Approve minutes from January meeting
a. Approved, no revisions
3. Planning for March division exhibit in Main Library
a. Goal to install on March 1st—Kirstin sent Outlook optional invite
b. Supplies provided by exhibitions committee; banner is possible if desired; Paula will leave certain supplies in cases from her February exhibit

i. Attended drop-in session with Victor – they may accept more than 3 proposals with the goal of matching the right candidate with the right position

a. AC – nothing to report (no meeting)
b. CDC 
i. Potential FY23 reductions – Tom and Esra have compiled information related to reduction and Esra will send list of titles for cancellation (specific title concerns will need to be negotiated between fund managers – offer up money to cover the costs – and then communicated to Tom/Esra)
ii. Ebook v. Print – ebook acquisitions has significantly increased and Tom wants to know if this is where we’re going since this will impact staff in Acquisitions (we’re not currently set up for processing mostly e); ongoing concern with interlibrary loan of e not being resolved; Area Studies is not shifting to majority e collecting – send thoughts to Celestina via email
iii. Streaming Media – shift to a streaming preferred model, but not everything is available through streaming; most performing arts content is only sold through packages
iv. DEIA Collections Project – related to discussions in BTAA (these rely on buying through ProQuest or GOBI and supports those vendors; would also give all BTAA libraries the same collection) so instead thinking of ways to make extra funds available to fund managers that would directly support specific publishers and fill gaps in collections (proposal likely required)
v. Order e-resources ASAP if you want them!
c. LSSC – conference funding available soon for staff to attend conferences; discussion around level of communication with EC once the Dean leaves
d. Other?

a. Open for discussion if there is anything active now
