1. January 2023 minutes approval - approved
2. Committee updates
a. Humanities Council (KJ) – Didn’t meet in Jan., but Ithaca survey was shared.  Also Illinois Experts has some issues – inviting Mark Zulaf to help w/ those
b. AC (KJ) – Also didn’t meet – but GA allocations went out with Susan Breakenridge
c. CDC (CSW)  - email report below:
· FY24 collections budget: the Library is requesting from campus the amount we would need to fund expected price increases fully, but Tom would like each division to have a plan for what to do if we do not receive this. I will follow up with details.
· Library binding: prices have increased steeply and Preservation is proposing no longer binding “paperback” style serials. “Magazine” style serials will be bound only if going to stacks, otherwise enclosed in envelopes if going straight to Oak Street. Shelby Strommer is happy to talk to divisions or individuals if there are concerns about this proposal.
· DEIA project: Matt probably knows more, but it sounds like about 1350 titles have been identified in GOBI and will be ordered any time now. Requests for the DEIA collections funds were submitted and CDC will review this week. We have enough money to fund all if all are deemed viable.
· Big Ten initiatives: Adam Matthew frontlist (funded by Big Ten); one year renewal of Web of Science; centrally funded University press ebook package for Gender and Sexuality; Read and Publish agreement with Wiley journals (ie anything published by U of I faculty will be open access for U of I); Cambridge ebook package (frontlist, doesn’t include textbooks, reference works, etc, will be able to see titles covered by this package in GOBI)

d. EC (KJ) – met twice since last A/H meeting 
i. looking at reviving Special Faculty Task Force to look at bylaws and other implications – Charge nearly finalized 
ii. Annual Budget finalized by Chris Prom – will be shared after March meeting with Provost
iii. ACS positions discussed and coming soon
iv. Next steps for Inclusive Gov. discussed, particularly Communication issues  - possibly implementing a partially open meeting – expect more info soon
v. Annual Reviews of AULs and directors requires feedback from Divisions – expect call for feedback in Spring
vi. Dean announcement – still waiting on campus level approval – expect announcement soon
e. LSSC (KH) – Michelle Self-Ballard will join meetings for A/H Division starting March as another LSSC rep – LSSC discussed a “how to do LSSC” in last meeting – will come up with a word doc outline from discussion – Inclement weather was discussed as an issue for EC to be aware of in terms of who gets pass to stay home and who has to cover library being open, seems unequal – Kirstin informed that AC was the appropriate committee to bring this item to.

· Open presentations to all rather than only RPC funded research
· Give a month notice before event so that folks have time to schedule
· Less formal presentations perhaps – more like a hangout – perhaps create other forums for sharing research because folks are interested 
3. Collaborative collection development/desiderata  
a.  Update on Kirstin’s initial meeting with Tom Teper regarding division’s proposal for end of year funding requests – meeting went well – likes idea of open list of current database trials as well as sharing that info sooner so folks know about them – interested in feedback from all divisions re: new large items in desiderata – folks are not expected to come up with ALL funds needed, just that they did due diligence in finding monies collaboratively – lots of discussion regarding infrastructural support for collaborations regarding Collection Development as well as diligence when collaboration is asked for.  Additional discussion re: how to get more funds when evidence shows expanded need.  And discussion about roll of CDC 
4. Other/Announcements 
a. All/any division GAs are invited to the March division meeting—we can do intros and a round-robin of units – standard meeting.  Discussion re: what can be best presented to cohort in meeting vs. in other forums.
