1. Dan Tracy—Digital Humanities coverage post Spencer

· Spencer’s last day 3/15, going to SMU; coverage plans/needs and future position description for budget group (only in planning process)—current draft is similar to what it was, bal. between knowledge of qual and quant projects and consulting across types of projects (methods, tools, access to data sets)—but balance might shift; Dan is talking to folks in the Library who might be interested in filling the role (temp? perm?)—meeting with the divisions to assess needs (including emerging ones) and interest; what are our current/past projects that we would like to see continued support for; 
· lots of engagement outside of Library from teaching faculty/grad students, etc., not necessarily projects coming from Library itself and position may collab with subject librarian to address projects from outside the Library; definitely room for clarification/delineation between subject specialists and DH specialist and our roles—challenge presents as a "Hydra of interdisciplinarity” (MR); 
· SK did support Omeka in Library-specific projects; who/what drives the work/what does position do if others don’t propose projects/need help?;  lack of communication in what’s happening in DH in the Library and requests mostly not coming to subject specialists so can be difficult to suggest a future path; 
· Suggested position should have collection development duties; SK saw need for it and approached others to suggest purchases; items typically slipped to SSHEL in Gobi, but largely not supportable by IS collection budget; Chris B wanted subject specialist input/$ but we don’t necessarily see those slips unless we look for them; could benefit from a primary collection builder with funds, who works with others as needed; also need for hardware (storage) budget--who supplies/provides $? (Matt has for ProQuest, but don’t know about use and if worth the not-insignificant cost); 
· is there a list of projects that need “solutions” (IT and/or Chris Prom might have one); DH librarian role meant to be consulting and instruction and could consult in cases of older projects, helping with strategy to move forward
· setting expectations in advance/when the person starts to help support them and for them to support us
2. Approve minutes from January meeting--approved
3. Build a Book event—Paula
See PC’s email message about initiative with LLL and Residence Halls Library—planning Reading Day event (May 8th) on book making; Preservation may provide a staff member and will supply materials; LLL will have a local printer print letters; interested in having others participate / help (Ricker volunteered); time not yet set—maybe evening, 2 hours-ish; tentatively at UGL; would like to firm up participants by end of week; will also apply for an outreach grant for drinks/snacks
4. August Main Library N-S corridor exhibit—theme?
Let’s not call it “treasures from,” but will need some kind of title if there isn’t a set theme. In addition to collections, can highlight our services in a case or on one of the bulletin boards. Do we have way to create a more engaging exhibit (e.g., kiosk for engaging with materials (RBML has one)—Karen will take that suggestion to Exhibits committee. Limits on providing headphones (at least there is now, but that might change by August). At a minimum can use QR codes to point to digital items.
Will check back in periodically to see if others have a theme suggestion that can encompass all of our units/collections including the materials library. Jazz/art deco has been suggested but unfortunately might exclude the materials collection. We need to decide by June since we most likely won’t have a division meeting in July.
5. Committee updates
a. AC—met in February—discussed the Library’s Academic Program Review; comment deadline extended until 3/4
b. CDC—see CSW’s recent email; Tom will be removing money from 0 funds to balance budget for FY23 if needed after going ahead with the other suggestions we’ve made; when will we know? After the campus budget meeting.
c. LSSC—Discussing more private spaces in Library for patrons to pray; Dean visited and making sure that commitments he’s made with people are in writing for next Dean; more inclusive governance discussion still needs to happen in EC; looking at water structures for RBML building; concerns about current masking situation
d. Other
i. Classics search—extending invites for 3 or 4 interviews (Z00m for all)
ii. Instruction task force—respond to Matt’s email about instruction activities/needs
iii. Student-focused spaces task force—has met twice; space audit of students and how they use spaces and want to; has anyone done a space assessment? (Jen-chien Yu probably knows most them)
6. Additional
a. Matt working with Advancement to bring in a poet for a reading (Richie Hoffman); would like to do 1-2 events/year; looking for recommendations for other speakers or events; if folks have other suggestions for highlighting literary creativity—especially poetry (due to fund restrictions); Siobhan interested in tying into her work on visual poetics; MPAL could do something about music and poetry
