1. BTAA B1G Collection—Mary Laskowski and Tom Teper
· There isn’t much going on collectively yet as there is no firm plan or direction for a B1G collection as envisioned and discussed in the series of convenings; each institution can look at putting something into place and/or build on existing efforts; it may depend on what the Dean would like to see realized, and there will likely be additional conversations locally and in the BTAA
· Mary has stepped aside from managing the BTAA Shared Print Repository work, which until now has focused on serials, but the SPR is still working to fill in gaps. 
· The next phase will be looking at a SPR for monographs, but those would be held in place at the owning institution and not in a central repository. No discussion of criteria/subjects/procedures yet.
· We will shortly have (now have) access to the GoldRush tool, which will enable any/all of us to compare and analyze our collections locally and across the consortium (see ML’s 9/21/2023 email “Rolling out the BTAA Collection Analysis Tool (Gold Rush)” for more information)
· Tom reports there is work at the BTAA level to review ILL and document delivery service agreements regarding categories of materials that we might consider sharing more widely (e.g., new items, scans of reserves material); CDC will be involved in this discussion
· BTAA members already participate in cooperative licensing and collecting efforts through pooled funding, but we could be looking at ways to go beyond that in specific subject or other areas to collect more deeply and broadly and less redundantly; some efforts and or conversations in these already happen (e.g., Middle Eastern studies, music)
2. Space Study TF report—Kate Lambaria

· Themes from the two studies conducted by the groups include: confidence in belonging; signage woes; desire and need for options for use of spaces; safety, security, and privacy concerns
· There will be (was) follow-up with unit heads about how units track use of spaces
· One outcome will be looking at how to cross-promote use of libraries, especially subject branches, as patrons aren’t sure of whether they are allowed to use them if they don’t belong to that school/major
