1. Approval of minutes (taken by Kelli) - Approved

1. LibInsight Overview (Jen Yu)
1. The Library will switch to LibInsight for gate counts, patron interactions, instruction/public engagement on July 1, 2023, so all are in one system.
1. Within the Library, the most popular option has been Model A+B, which will include one form for instruction and public engagement, one reference form, one consultation form, and one space usage (gate count, head count) form for each unit.
1. User management: First, “regular” level accounts for units.  Once Library has a full subscription on July 1, 2023, then in time can create “admin” accounts for individuals.
1. There are options for connecting reference/consultation entries to individual librarians/units (e.g., adding a field to the form for librarian/unit initials).
1. LibInsight supports pre-defined entries to save clicks and supports bulk upload of data like gate counts for a whole day.
