1. LSD Bylaws Specialized Faculty Discussion (Sarah)
· EC has asked divisions and committees review their bylaws, charges, and membership to include specialized faculty where appropriate.
· Kelli suggested we link to the campus documentation on faculty, which explains which classifications that includes.
i. This is also referenced in the University Library bylaws.
· Sarah and Kelli will take the lead in making sure the links and documentation are updated.

2. Closed Stacks Heavy Metals Update (Sarah)
· Preservation is working on a project to mitigate heavy metals in the collection.
· Circulating collection is taken care of
· 3 carts of materials have been pulled from closed stacks, we have 2 options:
i. Send it all to Main and let them figure out how to provide access
ii. Review it all and decide if some things should stay in Funk
1. They would have to be marked as ‘potentially hazardous’ and could not circulate; gloves required for handling.
iii. Kelli asked if any of the items are duplicates for items in RBML
1. Or if they are already in BHL
2. If yes, she might want them to stay in Funk

3. Outreach & Engagement Update (Janis)
· International Education approached the University Library to ask if we are interested in collaborating them.
i. For example, World’s Largest Puzzle event
1. Puzzles will be in many, many locations on campus and around town
