Agenda/Minutes

Agenda and last month’s meeting minutes approved. 

Update on the Heavy Metals Project (Jennifer)
· We are awaiting the XRF machine. It was supposed to arrive several weeks ago, but we are awaiting a new arrival date. The work that has been able to be done is completed, until we can start testing.
· The majority of the departmental libraries have been gone through, aside from items such as scores and folios.
· Items needing to be tested are quarantined in an area inaccessible to patrons. There are about 40,000 items to test, which will likely take at least a year. 
· Cooperation and teamwork across the Library has allowed this project to run smoothly thus far.
									

BTAA Resource Access Harmonization Task Force (Cherie’)

· One of the goals is to make our circulation policies more open and less restrictive, as we presently have the reputation of being more restrictive.
· This report should be shared and discussed with divisions, as there will be more pressure starting in January to reconsider policies. Cherie can be contacted if there are questions. 

Taylor and Francis EBA (Tom and Amy)	
· The agreement will begin in January for that calendar year’s publications. This agreement will give us access to all of the ebooks from TF humanities and social sciences that are published in 2024. It will also give us online access to the entirety of their back list for 15 years.

· Data Purchasing Program (Tom)
· We do not currently have  data purchase program. This was ended approximately 18 months ago and data requests are directed to fund managers. Carissa is no longer responsible for data purchase. 
· Elsevier Contract 2024 – 2027 (Tom)
· This will go to the board of trustees in November for a January start. This is a system wide agreement and will serve as a bridge to funding open access publishing or underwriting some of the open access publishing from our own faculty.
