i. ACS Coverage Plan

· Elsevier Negotiations
· The contract language is being pulled together and comments provided to Elsevier. For the January renewal, everything must be ready for the November Board of Trustees meeting.

· Taylor & Francis EBA Pilot (Amy & Tom)
· We are looking at an evidence-based acquisitions program for T&F. This would have an initial focus on social sciences and humanities with the possibility of expansion to the science disciplines. 
· Several divisions have already met about this pilot and are supportive and the remaining divisions will meet within the next few weeks. 
· UIC will be contributing to the pilot but selection will be primarily driven by UIUC.
