B. Was Thucydides right when he said that the true cause of the
Peloponnesian War Spartan fear of Athenian aggression. Discuss the
various facets of the situation, principally from the Truce of 445 BC to
the actual outbreak of the war.

C.D. Hamilton, Agesilaus and the Failure of the Spartan Hecemon
(1991) has held that the king was the architect of Spartan defeat. By
examining the events of the period and the options open to Agesilaos,
give your own evaluation of this interpretation.

Georges Clemenceau, Demosthenes (1926), 15, described Philip IT of
Macedonia in these terms: "His dream was to subject Hellas by ruse
backed with force and to make of it not only an ornament but an
instrument of war against the Orient—a war that he wanted to wage for
ends that he never took the trouble to determine.” Is this the height of
cynicism and nihilism on the part of both author and subject, did Philip
have a "master plan," or was Philip the "reluctant conqueror” so often
portrayed in modern discussions. Please trace Philip's needs, options,
and opposition that influence his career.
