Course Reserves 

 
Course Reserves Overview 
The Online Library Catalog provides access to items placed on reserve in the Library by 
instructors.  The Course Reserves search in the Online Library Catalog enables you to search by 
instructor and/or a course to find items on reserve.  Reserves can be in print or electronic formats 
and many courses have some in each format.
 
Searching Course Reserves 
1) Go to the Library Gateway:  http://www.library.uiuc.edu/ 
2) Click on Course Reserves. 
3) Choose to search by instructor and/or course by selecting the appropriate entries from the 

drop-down menus. 
4) Click the Search button to view the results of your search. 

 
 
Interpreting Course Reserves Lists 
1) When viewing a list of items on reserve, click on the title of the needed item.  
2) If the item is a print resource, determine its location, call number and status and then go to 

the appropriate library to use it. 
3) If the course has items in electronic format, click on “E-reserves for…” 
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Accessing E-reserves 
1) When viewing the E-reserves record for a course, click on “Click here to access electronic 

reserves material for this course/instructor.”  

 
 
2) From the list of items in electronic format, click on the title of the item you need. 

 
 
3) When the record for the item is displayed, click on “View the reserve document” to view the 

item.
