Mostly this has been worked on by Adriana.

 There is an upcoming meeting with a vendor to start selecting furniture. Looking into getting a large monitor for group use, hooked up to one of the workstations, and also corded (hidden track) to a table/workstation space for people to connect their laptops. Also a switch so that auto detects source so that any of the computers or a laptop can be connected to it. The laptop connection should allow for both analog (RGB style) and digital connections (HDMI and DVI, or one of them with a secured converter attached to use either style).

We need some sort of desk/space/indicator for who is currently staffing the SC, and a way to make sure that when the staffer isn't helping someone, they have a space/workstation to work at.

 We'll need to add printer as well, a color double-sided high-capacity/use printer (and energy star compliant of course), tied to lib print, but with a convenient (cost-effective) way for staff to print their content without being charged.
