I             Unit Narrative

The Literatures and Languages Library’s (LLL) mission is to provide library materials and services to the UIUC campus for the research and study of the literature and languages of North and South America (through the International and Area Studies Library), Western Europe, and English-, French-, and Portuguese-speaking countries worldwide as well as cinema studies, translation studies and linguistics. The unit serves as the primary library for the Department of English, the School of Literatures, Cultures and Linguistics, and cinema studies. The unit’s main functions are the acquisition of print and online materials (books, journals, magazines, films, reference works and databases) as well as the provision of reference, instruction, and outreach to the campus and local community. The LLL collection currently holds roughly 48,000 items including reference works and print periodicals. Through its various activities the LLL participates in the Library’s strategic mission to the UIUC campus. 
The Classics Library Collection (CLC) at UIUC is one of the largest nationwide, consisting of approximately 100,000 items & resources. It includes 88,017 print items, from which 53,497 books and 6,685 serials are located in room 225, the south extension of the Main Reading room of Literatures and Languages Library, while 25,472 books and 2,363 serials can be found in other physical locations such as the Oak Street Library, HPNL, RBML, a.o. At the same time, a significant number of digital items belong to the collection, which were acquired based on the needs and requests of our patrons. 
Physical Space
The LLL occupies The Reading Room (room 200) and 225, which houses the Classics Library Collection and staff offices. Unlike in the previous three years, there were no renovations or physical changes in either 200 or 225. See below for pictures. 
[bookmark: _Hlk144132861]A major change was an increase in the number of individuals who chose to work and study in the Reading Room, which was most likely due to the closure of the Undergraduate Library in May 2022 (most users appear to be undergraduate students). Our gate count was 98,560, which is 53,456 more than the previous year(!). LLL staff are now much busier with monitoring the room.

Staffing Summary
Staffing at the LLL and CLC was at its optimal last year once Elias Petrou arrived on October 16 and the unit had subject specialists for all areas. Covering cinema studies continued to be challenging under the new system (since 2020) whereby fund managers at LLL, IASL, and the Communications Library purchase books and films in their areas; however, they are not always attentive to this aspect of their jobs and as a result, Paula Carns, the person nominally overseeing cinema studies, must do so; Karen Huck has helped, which is been greatly appreciated. Another challenge was coverage of popular fiction, which the LLL took on with the closure of the Undergraduate Library in May 2022. Collecting in this area is primarily in English and thus the English librarian had had to take on these additional duties. We hope to come up with a more equitable plan this year. Lastly, we need to come up with short and long term plans for handling the duties previously covered by Matt Roberts, who departed in August 2023. 

Karen Huck worked an hour a week on the Reference Desk and was active in library committees:

Collection Development

Paula Carns
· Purchased Le Grand Corpus des grammaires françaises, des remarques et des traités sur la langue (XIVe-XVIIIe s.) which contains the corpus of French grammars from the Renaissance to the 18th century.
· Ran a trial for University Press Library from October to December but did not purchase it, since most of this material is covered in Project Muse. 
· Began subscriptions for a number of journals: Heritage Language Journal DEIA, Spanish as a Heritage Language DEIA, Rivista internazionale di ricerche dantesche, Rivista di letteratura tardogotica e quattrocentesca, and online access to Bulletin de la Société Internationale des Amis de Montaigne. 
Elias Petrou
· During the past year, CLC purchased a significant number of new materials based on our patrons' needs and requests. During the period July 1st, 2022, and June 30th, 2023, CLC received 528 new books/ebooks on various subjects. This number does not include any individual eBook title ordered as part of packages (e.g., Wiley major reference works) or any standing order. It also does not include any new acquisitions by our databases and serials. 
· Regarding the recent additions, we should mention the purchasing of some significant collections, each one consisting of multitudinous volumes:
1. The Encyclopedia of Ancient History, 13 vols. 
2. The Encyclopedia of Greek Tragedy, 4 vols. 
3. Homer Encyclopedia, 3 vols. 
4. The Encyclopedia of the Roman Army, 12 vols. 
5. The Encyclopedia of Ancient Battles, 1 vol. 
· A significant part of our collection development focused on expanding Modern Greek Literature works in original forms and translations. More specifically, approx. 100 new titles of modern Greek Literature were purchased during the previous year and acquired by the Literatures and Languages Library. Due to scientific and practical reasons, the Modern Greek Collection is housed in the Main Hall (room 200) of the Literatures and Languages Library. DEIA
Matt Roberts
· Earned $5k award as part of UIUC Library DEIA Collection Development initiative. Funding supported the collection of English language translations of literary texts from nearly 20 non-English languages. As a result, we identified presses that are not currently on our approval plan profile and can amend that profile to enhance collection of translations.
· Worked with Gobi to enhance EGL and LLL approval plans to include additional presses. DEIA
· Co-coordinated DDA pilot with Taylor and Francis. Pilot identified high use Routledge titles and may provide a new acquisitions model for T&F titles.
· Finalized Gregory Gift Fund that supports collection development for women and under-represented/minoritized authors. DEIA
· Coordinated Arts and Humanities Division’s acquisition of Oxford Handbooks and Cambridge Companions.

Marek Sroka 
· Purchased back issues of Interpreting going back to vol. 1 no. 1 (1996) for the Program in Translating and Interpreting. 
· Was able to acquire additional titles for the translation studies collection with help from linguistics funds.
Collection Management
Literatures and Languages Collection
This past year we embarked on several collection management projects to reduce the size of the circulating and reference collections because some areas are at capacity and others are quickly getting there. With a renewed and envigored emphasis on the acquisition of primary texts in underrepresented languages and literature in translation comes a consequent need for space. Toward this end, lesser-used items in the secondary literature (e.g., literary criticism) have been selected and transferred to the Main Stacks, under the painstaking and direct supervision of the subject specialists. Most progress to date has been in the areas of early English and German literature, outdated bibliographies from the Literatures and Languages reference section, and non-fiction works that nonetheless impinge on literary studies. This curation effort launched in 2022, and is ongoing, under the scrutiny of the Literatures and Languages faculty. DEIA

Worth mentioning as well is the annual shelf-reading of the entire Literatures and Languages collection, which transpired over roughly three months, with the full and enthusiastic cooperation of the Literatures and Languages staff and student helpers.

· In the summer Matt Roberts worked on a large project to reduce the number of books in contemporary English fiction, as he had been purchasing heavily in this area for several years. In particular, he had been adding authors from underrepresented groups and world literature in English translation (with the help of Paula Carns and Marek Sroka). Matt hired a Graduate Hourly, Fiona Hartley-Kroeger, to review the holdings of contemporary fiction and establish criteria, which is: for each author, we will feature established editions of key works, compilations of letters, if available, and new and timely works of literary theory. Works falling outside of these parameters will be housed in the Main Stacks and, for older works, the Oak St. Library. We also weeded in the Q section, which housed numerous “coffee table” books that have circulated little.  DEIA
· This past year we created a LLL reserves location in addition to one for CLC so that faculty can have their books housed here. The system is somewhat complex and took time for the staff to learn it.

Classics Library Collection
The main current challenge of the CLC is the transition of the collection from Dewey to the Library of Congress system, which is still ongoing. The entire project is under the supervision and execution of our Senior Library Specialist, Kimberly A. Lerch, who, although she works only 10 hours per week for the CLC, has made significant progress working on four transitioning sections simultaneously: Reference, Reference Q, Circ. and Circ. Q. Reference section is directly related to the HPNL Library and presents the lower progress with 10%. Reference Q is almost 50% completed. Circ. is done by 45%, while Circ. Q is approximately 25%.  

Libguides
Libguides are critical to fulfilling the LLL’s mission to educate faculty and students in library resources, services, and policies relating to literature and languages. Last year we updated and enhanced most of our Libguides. Karen Huck greatly enhanced the Cinema Studies Library Libguide. A new Libguide was Photostatic Facsimiles of Medieval Manuscripts.

Events/ Outreach

· English Graduate Student Orientation (12 guests)
The English Graduate Student Orientation hosts incoming students, offers a tour of the library, and introduces students to online and print library resources.
· World Poetry Reading in Translation: Diversity of Voices, Regions, and Cultures 
Co-sponsored with the International and Area Studies Library, and Program in Translation and Interpreting Studies (as part of the celebration of National Month of Poetry) this virtual event was open to the public. The international event featured poems in 10 languages and their English translations. Some poems were translated by participants themselves. The event was attended by over 30 participants. DEIA
· Poetry Board: This past year we instituted a magnetic poetry board so that visitors can write poems. Poems we deemed worthy are publicized on our Instagram account, with or without the writer’s name, depending on their preference. The poetry board has been highly popular and used daily. Once a week we remove poems to free up space and words. 
· Matt Roberts invited Ada Limón, the 24th Poet Laureate of the United States starting in July of 2022, to campus for a poetry reading and did a good portion the planning. It was decided that the reading would take place in the context of a MillerComm event on October 12, 2023.
· Arts and Humanities Ekphrastic Challenge
The brainchild of Matt Roberts, Ekphrastic Challenge asked undergraduate students to write a poem describing an object, following the Classical literary tradition of “describing something with vivid detail.” We did not have any applicants and the challenge will not be continued.
· In addition to the LLL events, we hosted, in the Reading Room, the Office of the Provost’s Tenure and Promotion Bookplating Event (November) and Bronze Tablet Event (May), retirement celebration for William Maher (December), and new graduate student lunch (August). 
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CLC hosted a number of events for the academic and local communities in its physical space and other parts of the campus. 
· Meet your Librarian: A meeting event hosted by CLC, and the new Librarian Elias Petrou took place at the Perry Library at the Department of Classics for graduate students and faculty members. The participants had the opportunity to meet and discuss with Elias about their work and how the collection can help their projects and research. The event was accompanied by donuts, courtesy of CLC.

· One-on-one meetings: As the new Librarian of Classical Studies, Medieval Studies, and Modern Greek Studies, Elias had one-on-one personal meetings after his arrival with all the faculty members of the Department of Classics along with various members of the History Department. The participants provided feedback concerning the CLC, suggestions for improvement, and constructive criticism about what to change. 
· CLC, in collaboration with RBML, hosted a tour and workshop on medieval Greek Literature and Greek manuscripts for the grad. class of Prof. D. W. Leon Ruiz. The students had the opportunity to examine in situ medieval Greek and Latin manuscripts and transcribe parts of them.

· CLC hosted a digital workshop for the grad. Class GRK 520: Greek Tragedy by Prof. Tzanetou in the seminar room of the collection. During the workshop, the students had the opportunity to learn about the new digital platforms in Classics and how they can use them for their research and work. A quick tour in the premises of CLC accompanied the workshop.
· Elias Petrou provided three group tours of CLC: two visiting classes from the Department of Classics and one visiting class from the Department of History.

· Elias Petrou was invited by the instructor of the HIST/MDVL 243 class, Jacob S. Bell, to give two lectures in the History Department in Spring 2023. The subjects of the lectures were related to the Byzantine Empire, gender studies in medieval times, and Greek paleography, focusing on medieval Greek manuscripts.   
· CLC hosted the visit of the Consul General of Greece in Chicago, Mr. E. Koubarakis. After an invitation and preparation by Elias Petrou, the Consul General, along with his entourage, had the opportunity to meet the Interim dean of the Libraries, Prof. C. Prom, tour the Literatures and Languages Library and the Classics Library collection, and admire the valuable collection of Greek manuscripts in RBML.

Social Media
Instagram posts continue to invite patrons to see New Books and events @LitLangLibrary. And they are working: a quarter of our circulating titles are new books, according to Alma Analytics (over 1500 of over 7000 items). Presently we have nearly 900 posts (we post generally 5 days each week) and just over 600 followers.  DEIA
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Since November 2022, CLC has a new Instagram account through which our patrons are informed about events, new books, and updates in general. The account posts generally once per week, providing helpful information for our users. An extension to our Instagram account was added in the main webpage of the Classics Library Collection, which presents the most recent posts in a small window at the right corner of the screen and provides easier access to our patrons. At the same time, although the already existing accounts on Twitter and Facebook were preserved until last Spring, they were finally deleted due to the lack of followers – our students prefer Instagram to any other social platform.
The CLC listserv is another form of social media, consisting mainly of email accounts interested in the Classics from Illinois and even from other States / Countries. Through the specific listserv, the Classics Library Collection informs our patrons about the new acquisitions of our collection weekly.

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Special Projects
	In July 2022 Paula Carns discovered that the UIUC Library owned roughly 700 photostatic (see below for image of process) facsimiles of medieval manuscripts of Avianus’ animal fables, St. Jerome’s hagiographical works (see section below on St. Jerome project), and a treatise on art supplies (Mappae Clavicula). Marginalia made by library employees indicates that the facsimiles date from the early twentieth century; surviving documents note that faculty in the Department of Classics and in particular William Abbott Oldfather, a founding member of the department (portrait below), worked with European libraries to acquire the facsimiles. He used the Avianus photostats to create his critical edition Aesop., Romulus., Anonymus Neveleti. Ysopet-Avionnet. Edited by Kenneth McKenzie and William Abbott Oldfather. Urbana: The University of Illinois, 1919, and description of 14th century. Knowing that many medieval manuscripts, particularly those housed in European libraries, had been lost through war, natural disasters, and theft in the twentieth century, Paula recognized the importance of the collection. She also realized the value to scholarship of having all or most copies of these manuscripts in one place. Lastly, she knew that Oldfather was an important figure on campus and information on him would be of interest to many. Thus, she began the Photostat Project. Elias Petrou joined the project in October 2022 and is the main person working with the Jerome and Mappae Clavicula materials. Paula, with Elias’ help, is managing the Avianus material, as the manuscripts are in Latin and Old French, her area of research. Paula and Elias were joined by two practicum students. Kalyn Nowlan worked on the Avianus portion of the project in Fall 2022 and Benjamin Eskin Shapson worked on Jerome and Mappae Clavicula manuscripts as well as the history of the photostatic process and local interest in facsimiles.
Work done to date on Avianus:
· Created a list of all Avianus manuscripts
· Identified library catalog records of original manuscripts for the purpose of metadata harvesting
· Identified publicly-available digital copies of manuscripts
· Created a Libguide: Photostatic Facsimiles of Medieval Manuscripts

St. Jerome's Project: CLC's main project during the previous year was the examination, cataloging, preservation, and digitization of 400 facsimiles of medieval manuscripts dealing with St. Jerome's Vita, the "St. Jerome's project". It can be considered a gemellus project of the completed "Avianus' project", based on the same philosophy and methods. More specifically, in 1943, the monumental hagiographical work "Studies in the Text Tradition of St. Jerome's Vitae Patrum" was published by the University of Illinois Press under the guidance of Prof. William A. Oldfather, one of the founding fathers of the Classics Department at the University of Illinois, Urbana-Champaign (UIUC). The work included the editions of the Latin and Greek Vitae of three Saints (Paul, Hilarion, and Malchus), prepared by Saint Jerome. Prof. Oldfather and his colleagues consulted at least 400 Greek and Latin medieval manuscripts for its preparation. In recent years/months, the corpus of the facsimiles of these 400 manuscripts was found in the Main Stacks. The majority of them were prepared through the "photostatic method", a cutting-edge technology for copying documents in the first decades of the 20th century. From Sinai to Paris and from the Escorial to the monasteries of Mount Athos, photostatic facsimiles were prepared and sent to Illinois when the aftermaths of the Great Economical Crash and WWII were ravaging the entire world.

Although the project is not completed yet, significant work has been done on the matter. Our practicum student Benjamin Eskin Shapson examined, identified, and prepared a thorough catalog of Jerome's Latin and Greek facsimiles of manuscripts. He linked each of the facsimiles with the original work in libraries/museums/collections worldwide (if it has been digitized) and provided a complete report. The fascinating results of his work about the photostatic method and manuscripts are available and accessible through the LibGuide: "Photostatic Facsimiles of Medieval Manuscripts". He also had the opportunity to present his research at the Showcase Event of the School of Information Sciences with the poster: The Photostat in Classical and Medieval Manuscript Studies". 
The following steps to Jerome's project are digitizing and displaying the facsimiles' material to our patrons through an online platform. First, digitization is essential due to the condition of the material, and conversations with our digitization team are still ongoing. Second, the uploading and online display of the facsimiles face copyright and legal issues since the original works belong to specific collections, and their permission is needed. For that reason, Elias Petrou has emailed most institutions requesting permissions for digitization and public display – the responses vary. The entire requesting permissions process is still ongoing.   
To all the above, we should add that the specific project has been advertised through the CLC social media accounts during the previous months, while it will be presented at the upcoming 49th annual international conference of the Byzantine Studies Association in North America, Inc., at the Simon Fraser University on Vancouver, Canada (October 26th-29th, 2023). Elias Petrou will present a paper titled "Byzantine Manuscripts in Illinois: The Photostatic Facsimiles of St. Jerome's Project at the University of Illinois, Urbana-Champaign".    

GA Activities: 
Mary Lawrence

· Libguide development and enhancement: Mary Lawrence updated the Creative Writing LibGuide and collaborated with faculty to amend existing LibGuides for English language literature. 
· Blog posts: Mary regularly contributed to the Literatures and Languages blog, writing reviews of new books. This work directly enhanced users’ experience and marketed library resources to patrons and our community in a direct and erudite manner.
· Collection development: Mary devised and implemented a collection development strategy to acquire English translations of non-English language literature. She managed a budget of $5,000 provided by Tom Teper (Associate University Librarian for Collections & Technical Services) to the LLL to support DEIA collection development initiatives. This work corresponded with the Literatures and Languages Library’s ongoing commitment to building a more diverse and inclusive collection. Information that she gathered will be integrated into existing approval plan profiles so that faculty can continue such collection development practices.
· Outreach: In conjunction with Matt Roberts, Mary facilitated the Arts and Humanities Division’s “Ekphrastic Challenge,” which invited undergraduate students to create work of art inspired by an item from any one of the division’s libraries. This event was unprecedented for the Literatures and Languages Library. The information it provided will inform future outreach events and public engagement strategies. 
· Exhibits: Mary mounted an exhibit dedicated to Ovid, which addressed the theme of transformation/metamorphosis in literature. She also helped Elias and Paula Carns with the exhibit Aesop—Classical, Medieval, and Modern.
· Reference: Mary provided three hours a week of reference service to the Main Library’s general reference desk. She also performed research required to answer more specialized research question related to English and Comparative Literature.
Fiona Hartley-Koeger
· Fiona reviewed our holdings of contemporary fiction and established criteria for weeding, which is: for each author, we will feature established editions of key works, compilations of letters, if available, and new and timely works of literary theory. Works falling outside of these parameters we be housed in the Main Stacks and, for older works, the Oak St. Library.
Deon Robinson 
· Deon analyzed our Overdrive audio book collection with an eye to improving selections and diversifying content.

Kalyn Nowland
Kalyn worked on our Photostat Project and performed the following duties:
· Identified all photostatic collections of medieval manuscripts of Avianus’ animal fables held at UIUC.
· Identified publicly available digital copies of Avianus manuscripts and added links to the Libguide.
· Did preliminary research on the photostatic process and Oldfather’s involvement in the UIUC Library’s acquiring of the facsimiles.
· Created a Libguide on the Avianus manuscripts, which was later subsumed into the Libguide Photostatic Facsimiles of Medieval Manuscripts.
· With Paula Carns and Elias Petrou, Kalyn worked on Aesop’s Animal Fables—Classical, Medieval, and Modern; Kalyn was responsible for the two cases with the modern material.
Benjamin Eskin Shapson
Benjamin worked on our Photostat Project and performed the following duties:
· Reworked page made by prior practicum student to create Libguide which encompassed history of Photostat and early photo-reproduction technology, background on St. Jerome, and catalog lists of manuscripts of the Mappae Clavicula and St. Jerome’s hagiographies. https://guides.library.illinois.edu/medievalmanuscriptphotostats 
· Investigated William Abbott Oldfather’s correspondence and papers from the University Archives, and researched the history of Photostat, microfilm, and photocopying technology through secondary scholarship and primary sources, to develop understanding of the background of the Photostat manuscript facsimiles in the Classical and Medieval Studies Library and support the creation of this Libguide.
· Organized resources into Zotero with appropriate tagging and metadata cleanup to facilitate future use by supervising professors.
· Compiled and edited catalog list of manuscripts of the Mappae Clavicula and St. Jerome’s hagiographies of St. Hilarion, St. Malchus, and St. Paul of Thebes in Greek and Latin, navigating European library databases in their original languages to connect manuscripts in a newly-assembled list to modern digital catalog or digitization locations. https://guides.library.illinois.edu/c.php?g=1304314&p=9585002

Last Year’s Goals
· Welcome, train, and mentor Elias Petrou, the new Classics Librarian—done but aspects still ongoing!
· Continue to train Michael Cleveland in collection management and development and other areas in his job description—done but aspects still ongoing!
· Continue to hone the circulating collection through collection development and weeding—we made good progress last year. Since we can only send 250 books a well, progress is slow.
· Talk to librarians in the International and Area Studies Library about featuring literature in their areas, either in exhibits, social media, or even a pop-up circulating collection—done for Latin American and Caribbean and African. We will continue to talk to other selectors. 
· Continue to work with Mara Thacker, the Global Culture Studies Librarian, about join collections and services—this is ongoing.
· Continue with our strong tradition of events and consider new avenues for events, both in terms of theme, collaborations, and locales—we broadened our events and exhibits to include Modern Greek now that we have a true subject specialist in this area. Another new venue is working with the Center for Advanced Study/ MillerComm on the Ada Limon visit.
· Continue to reflect on ways that we can provide popular literature to campus and local populations—we made some progress last year and plan to really ramp up work in this area. 


Future Goals for the LLL

We would like to note here that we either met all of our Future Goals from last year or are well on the way to completing them. 

· With the departure of the English librarian we have the opportunity to rethink collection development in this area and the related field of popular and genre fiction. We hope to grow our collecting of genre fiction starting with romance, with an eye to collecting titles that reflect DEIA and marginal voices. 
· Continue to hone the LLL collection to better serve our patrons, both those in the departments we serve and the entire campus. 
· Rethink and downsize the reference collection.
· Develop partnerships with campus bodies dedicated to literature and language studies as well as the departments we serve.
· Investigate possible trial for the complete book archive of Akademie Verlag, the largest academic publisher of East Germany.
· Continue to review German circulating and reference collections in LLL for possible transfer of some titles to STX.
· Continue to train Mike Cleveland in journal and book processing.
Future goals for the CLC
The Classics Library Collection has focused its future goals on two key strategic areas: i. the expansion and preservation of the collection. ii. The development of an even closer relationship with our patrons through the provision of more reference services. More specifically:
· Expansion of the Collection: After a series of negotiations with our book providers, we hope that the following year, new books from minor printing houses in Europe will be available for purchase, filling all the minor gaps in our extensive collection. To this category, we should add the development of the new collection of Modern Greek Literature, which will grow exponentially in the new year. 
· Preservation of the collection: A priority for the Classics Library Collection is the preservation of old books and sensitive material from further damage.  For that reason, the completion of the digitization of this material is one of the future goals; our patrons will have access to their digital version, while the material will remain safe from any further usage.  At the same time, an effort to move older material from the Classics Library Collection’s premises to the main stacks and Oak Street Library is ongoing, areas where our material will be stored under better conditions (temperature, space, etc.). 
· Provision of reference services: In continuation with the above bullet point, transporting older material to safer storage areas will allow us to bring newer and updated material into the Classics Library Collection’s space. Thus, our patrons will be more updated and have all the new scholarly works about classics, medieval studies, and modern Greek literature always available. 
· Sponsorship and presentation of even more lectures and workshops: Part of our future vision is hosting lectures, speeches, and workshops relevant to the material of our collection. An example is the upcoming lecture about Minoan clothing and textiles on November 1st, hosted by the Classics Library Collection via Zoom.
