The digital production working group has met about their membership and charge but are still organizing this information. The web working group is going to have some tweaks to their charge but will meet less frequently. 
· The metadata working group wondered how important representation from different staff groups is in these memberships. Tracy and Tom noted the importance is having the right functional people and roles/job responsibilities within these memberships. 
· The working groups haven’t changed since being formed, and it was suggested for the committee to think about changing the membership or composition of the working groups. It should also be discussed if there is overlap between the groups and adjusting meeting frequency.
