Agenda/Minutes

FY24 Budget Discussion							
· Divisions are continuing to identify potential areas for reductions. The estimated need is $585,000-600,000 to cover price increases. $268,000 of this need was set aside from last year, leaving a gap of $300,000-320,000 needed to cover increases under the existing “need minus 1%” request model. 
· The Library received the request from the Provost’s office for the annual budget process. We will be submitting a request to cover our need for price increases but need to plan as if we are going to have a flat budget. 
· Esra went over a FY21-22 Journal Usage by Title and Fund Code Alma report. It is saved under G:/Collections Info/FY24 Budget/eResource Usage cost per Use. Contact Esra with any questions. 
· The timeline for the budget preparation is similar to last year. It would be beneficial to have a list of potential cancellations by February. Divisions should be holding these conversations.

· Plans for four resources (Data Planet, Simply Analytics, EPS China Data, and Social Explorer)
· The Data Planet and Simply Analytics access fees will be moved to ER14. Social Explorer has a fairly high-level use, and the funds will be moved into Doc9
· The EPS China Data usage was coming out high per use and will likely be cancelled. 

   DEI Collecting Program 
· Some end of the year money was given to Gobi to use on a DEIA related backfill acquisition. Tom will be sharing the spreadsheet with this title list and aims to get feedback within the next two weeks. 
· Quantitative Process – Live Discussion of Criteria, Selection, etc…. 
· Looked at items that we don’t currently hold, are in limited numbers
· The price list was limited to $350 per item, published within the last 5-10 years, with Big 10 holdings fewer than three. Publishers were also limited severely. 
· Tom asked for input on the list of publishers. 
· Qualitative Process – Timeline and Application
· There will be a separate qualitative process for subject specialists to fill gaps they identify in the collection. The application will be sent out in the next few weeks with a January 6th deadline and decision notification in February. The application will ask for a description of the gap to be filled, as well as any attempts made to address it. Amounts of $2,500/$5,000 can be requested.
