ILS System Migration Monthly Update- Michael Norman
      As of June 24, we are live on Alma and the Primo Library Catalog. The implementation of both systems went as expected and we will continue to work over the summer to optimize the setup of Alma and the Primo Catalog to be ready for the beginning of the Fall Semester. The Library’s Home Page is actively pointing to the new Primo Library Catalog. All internal and external work should now occur in the Alma and Primo VE systems. Continuing Issues with Alma and Primo Library Catalog
      As expected, we are encountering some issues with being live on Alma/Primo. We are still encountering some overall slowness in both systems for internal and external searching. Often the real-time calls in the Primo Library Catalog to pull in local holdings information takes over 30 seconds to display. Some collections, such as IDEALS records, where not imported into Primo as expected. We will need to produce that export ourselves in the next couple days. We are having issues with the deduping process in Primo Catalog as well, particularly for e-serials. Many times, the full representation of e-access to journals is not displaying as expected. The Primo Search API calls are still returning slower than desired but we have seen some improvements with the new search parameters from the June release of enhancements to Primo VE. We will continue work over the next several weeks to improve Alma and Primo in these important areas.
· Michael - To correct the dedupe issue, we can simply turn this function off.
· Tom – If we turn this function off, and it doesn’t work, can we reverse it?
· Michael – Yes, within minutes.
· MJ – We are in the process of updating 57 libguide pages.  This should be done by Monday.

Access to Voyager and VuFind Catalogs Going Forward
      We do still have access to static copies of Voyager and VuFind catalogs. From June 24, 2020 until October 30, 2020, CARLI plans to provide a static copy of Voyager for staff clients, MS Access reporting, and Voyager Web Reports. CARLI will also continue to provide read-only versions of the UIUC Library's local library catalogs and the I-Share union catalog that are derived from Voyager data (including New VuFind, VuFind 0.6, and Classic Voyager (WebVoyage). All three catalogs will be retired on October 30.

Bulk Renewal of Loans
      CARLI did a bulk renewal of everything that was due from January 1st to September 30th, 2020. The new due date will be October 1st, 2020, so that users will not get fined for materials they could not return while libraries were closed.

Requesting of Resources in Alma/Primo
      Local requesting of U of I Library materials has been enabled in Alma/Primo. Patrons can see the Request button for local materials show after they log into the new Primo Library Catalog. However, Resource Sharing (called Automated Fulfillment Network (AFN) in Alma and the Primo Catalog) is currently not active in Alma/Primo; the earliest it will be available is the week of July 6th. Watch for more news on the reactivation of Resource Sharing of I-Share materials.
