ERWG has met 3 times since our last report.
January 04, 2021 
Jay Heldreth provided an update and overview of Easy Search to the group.
February 1, 2021
Our primary topics were providing some data to Tom regarding ongoing confusion regarding remote access to electronic resources to retirees (including emeritus) for which Jon ran a month of statistics along with information on “types” of people who can be identified via our current set for EZproxy and further information on how we manage those types.  Our main focus right now is moving toward declaring retirees have access for all intents and purposes and managing both the documentation for that and the conversation moving forward. The group isn’t comfortable making any changes to the current set up as everyone is remote, but this conversation could change going forward.  The set up now is to ensure easier access for emeriti and recognize that documented use of retirees (who are not emeriti) is very low.  However, this needs to remain an ongoing topic as identity management becomes more granular.  We will discuss this again at our April meeting. 
March 1, 2021
This meeting was entirely devoted to making sure we were prepared for the changes to EZproxy and VPN that would treat all VPN ranges as off campus to mitigate issues surrounding Split Tunnel vs Tunnelall settings.  This change was implemented March 3rd and based upon the lack of problem reports we believe it has been very successful in alleviating this problem.
