The April, May, and June meetings were cancelled owing to focus on Fiscal Year 21 Close and lack of agenda items.
Our scheduled meetings in July, August, and September were cancelled as much of the group was either on vacation or we encountered a combination of vacations and meetings falling on a holiday (July 4th, and September 5)
Our next scheduled meeting is October 4th.  
Upcoming agenda items for us include a discussion about “sending UIN or NetID to EZProxy instead of targeted ID/persistent ID and limiting log retention or sanitizing the logs of the identifiers after a short window” This discussion was requested by Campus IT and will involve discussions with both ERWG and Library IT.
We will also be picking back up our continuing discussions about remote authentication this fall as related to EZProxy, SSO, and VPN.  
And we will start looking at Trial functionality in Primo and whether or not this is something we can put to good use.  We haven’t had a formal trial set up beyond sending links to selectors since migrating. 

Kyle informed the group that he has been working on preliminary data for the first month of the academic semester regarding Restricted Access Digitization.  He suggested that this topic be added to the October CDC agenda.
