Agenda and Minutes
Tom Teper opened the meeting asking for approval of the January agenda, and November minutes.  Agenda and minutes unanimously approved. 

Quarterly Working Group Reports
[bookmark: _gjdgxs]Cataloging and Metadata – MJ Han
1. Changes of Library of Congress Subject Headings (LCSH) Aliens and related terms.
a. The Library of Congress finally made the official changes in LCSH for those Aliens and related terms on November 30.
b. OCLC announced on December 9 that it has updated those terms to appropriate ones in WorldCat.
c. OCLC has been updating other terms for a while, such as, including 
i. Aged -> Older people
ii.  Handicapped children -> Children with disabilities

2. I-Share Alma Title Count Reduction project 
a. CARLI bibliographic records in Alma should be under 46M – All CARLI institutions need to work together to get the number down in that range. 
b. Work with the orders identified on the list 
i. Completed: 
1. Free e-collection 
2. MMSIDs with no inventory (no bound with relationships and open POL) - deleted more than 30,000 records  
ii. Move into other areas – duplicated records, merging records with related OCLC records.  

3. Best practices for using linking fields in “in” analytics cataloging, for example cataloging an article in a larger serial issue:  
a. Continue using the 773 linking field but without the $$x for the ISSN and the $$w for the OCLC number as this trigger the related record link in Alma. 
b. This generates the display “Is part of” and then the journal title, vol. information etc.
c. Display of the subfield $$i should be changed from “Contained in (manifestation)” [per RDA guidelines] to just “Contained in”, which helps users.

4. Display of the local fields – as those fields are used for the Special Collections materials, it was determined based on the use cases. 

E-Resources – Wendy Shelburne
Since our last report ERWG has met on October 4th, November 1st, and December 6th.  Our January meeting fell on the holiday so we will meet again in February. 
In our October meeting we worked on some items related to usage statistics for Esra, discussed the use or persistent ID/targeted ID use in the EZProxy logging, and reviewed “interested users” and “ebook available” notifications in ALMA.

I can’t find our November agenda and I’m unsure if I lost it or we met without a formal agenda, which is entirely possible.

In December, Jon updated us on some EZProxy upgrades, and we discussed updates to some IT help pages regarding e-resources access and use of the VPN. And finally, we spent some time discussing seamlessaccess.org’s  report on browsers, privacy, and Ip access: https://seamlessaccess.org/learning-center/browser-faq/  we will be spending more time on this topic in the coming year.

Search, Discovery, and Delivery – Bill Mischo
The Search and Discovery Team is still working on the upgrades that were mentioned in the last update.  Announcement that Microsoft Academics went out of business in December 2021.  Some applications are being picked up by other vendors.

Web – John Laskowski
The Web Team has not met since the last update – we’re still addressing the issues of redesigning the Library/Unit directory as well as the display for News and Events.  The group is also moving towards the new Campus color scheme of various hues of orange.
