Quarterly Working Group Reports

Cataloging and Metadata – MJ Han				
· Serials Forum (March 15th, 2022)
a. Presented overview of library’s serials acquisition, access, and management.
b. Recording and slides were shared.

· E-resources cataloging in Alma: Willy Kries, our sole e-resources cataloging specialist, shared the e-resources cataloging workflow.
a. When we use Community Zone records (We do not need to actively manage collections’ records)
I. for very large collections with adequate MARC records
II. collections that have unstable/constantly changing contents – typically subscription products
b. Although it requires more work, we use OCLC records when it is possible due to their superior quality that would improve discoverability of our e-resources. 
c. Open access e-books and journals are activated by CARLI for all CARLI libraries.
d. We can look at the way how to manage e-journal titles – we have not created collections for e-journals yet but something to think about whether it is needed or not.

· New RDA: The LC shared their official RDA Metadata Guidance Documentation 
a. We will wait until the new RDA is settled down – we still need to have a training plan!
b. Library supports one cataloging staff (Music) to participate a training program.

· Stephanie Luke, the new Metadata Librarian, should be included in the group.

Electronic Resources- Wendy Shelburne
· Since our last report ERWG met on February 7th and March 7th.

· At the February meeting we had further discussion regarding logging of netids (EZProxy). There are still discussions happening between Library IT and Technology services regarding implications with regard privacy policies.  We also talked a little about identify management with regard to groups that we still issue identify specifically, e..g special. Along with talking about should we move from a blocking policy to an allowing policy.  

· We also talked about a few items related to Esra’s statistics reporting work for CDC.

· In March, we talked about some improvements to the e-resources usernames/passwords spreadsheet.  Amy gave an update on her work with SUSHI and ALMA.

· A smaller group of us also discussed some items related to budget build related to annual spending and serial price increases.

Web WG- John Laskowski
· There are three applicants for the two positions (Amy Fry, Sarah Christensen, Kristen Zidon). Bill asked if the size of the committee could be increased by one to include all volunteers. John felt that this might cause additional scheduling difficulties but there is no rule about the number of people for the group. Tom suggested adding in Amy and Kristen and then rotating in Sarah in August when Laila’s appointment ends. The group agreed with this. Tom will notify EC of the changes and Hannah will work with John to update the website. 

MetaDoor- MJ Han 
· ExLibris is attempting to build a new cataloging database, MetaDoor. This will be open source and will not require any fees for use. ExLibris will be building a platform between Alma and MetaDoor and are looking for libraries to join their development partner program by contributing their data. The group noted that there will be some challenges in providing data, as the ownership of records in OCLC can be murky. OCLC is not willing to make these records open source.  The group liked the concept of a repository of metadata and will need to decide at a later date whether to contribute our data or not.
