Agenda/Minutes
Tom opened the meeting asking for additions or changes to the agenda, and approval of last month’s meeting minutes.  Agenda and minutes unanimously approved. 
				
FY22 Fiscal Year Close
· This year was started with a flat budget. Price increases were projected at $582,000 and were centrally funded. 




· As is our common practice, remaining funds for FY22 are being combined into a central, end of the year closing fund.
· A member present asked what the BTAA annual bill covers. Tom notes that, in part, it covers our involvement in the Cooperative Investment Program, where the money is leveraged to negotiate for purchases on behalf of member institutions. This also covers resources, scholarly communications related products, and open publishing initiatives. The $250,000 amount is a flat allocation for institutions at this point. He also noted that there was a summary of expenses for the last year sent out from the BTAA. He indicated that he would append that to the minutes (see Appendix A).. 
· At the time of the meeting, Tom included a list of prospective end-of-year purchases and noted which were on the desiderata list.

ProQuest Access and Build Wrap Up						
· Tom and Heather are working on a communication for the Library explaining the end of the ProQuest trial. Tom encouraged everyone to communicate information to their divisions to give faculty time to acquire resources before the trial ends.
· In the discussion, Tom also provided a list of resources that were being acquired with the Access and Build credit as well as any supplemental funding from endowments or end-of-year funding. 

 




FY23 Budget Discussion 	
· Campus has allocated about $558,335,000 for the Library budget. After discussions with Dean Wilkin, we will move forward with the 1.4% reduction model. Any remaining funds from the campus allocation will be moved into an inflation pool in order to help us start discussions for FY24. This will be helpful as we move into the next year with a new Dean and new Provost. 
· Cancellations are at the discretion of subject specialists. Tom encourages working with faculty and related programs to communicate any decision making. Amy and George will be sending out cancellation confirmations in July.  

























Discussion Topics								
· Tom and Sarah will be starting on the Nature Publishing Group title additions and statement for August. 
· The DEI Collecting Initiative has had several meetings and is moving toward a two-pronged approach. Some end of year money will be put towards Gobi to fill gaps in the collection utilizing a data-informed process. This will be focused on acquiring items that would deepen the collection and are not held by our easy borrowing partners. We will also use a more modest proposal-based collections approach using endowment money.

Appendix A: BTAA Cooperative Investment Program Expenses for FY22

Hi folks,

I’ve been asked by a few of you to provide costs for recent LSA/CIP purchases to help with an ARL survey.  I imagine others may be ready to ask as well so I’m pre-emptively sending this message.  The information below is from a document titled, “Big Ten Large Scale Acquisitions Program Summary 2008-2022” and can be found on the BTAA CDO-ERO Teams website (Large Scale Acquisitions group subfolder).  Link for those with permission.
As you know the LSA program was a bit different the past two years as the library directors approved that the funds to be put into one pool of money to be used for various BIG Collection content, services, tools, etc. We now obtain pricing for the entire consortium rather than determining specific costs for each institution. This means that tier level pricing, discounting, and reductions for fewer than 15 participants (because of prior purchases) are imbedded in the BTAA group cost. Technically you could just divide the costs for each resource by 15, but that doesn’t always tell the whole story.
