	2.4 Executive Committee report (10 minutes – Nancy O’Brien)
EC has met four times since the last update provided on June 26.
The Executive Committee recommended Peer Mentoring and Peer Review Committee members; recommended committee assignments; discussed the salary allocation process; discussed the proposed organizational restructuring; and endorsed named faculty appointments.
EC also discussed the proposed Diversity, Equity, Inclusion, and Accessibility Advisory Committee charge with Victor Jones and the Student Focused Spaces report with David Ward and Victor Jones.
The Executive Committee provided feedback to proposed Bylaws revisions and considered FRC & PTAC feedback to the Mentoring and Evaluation Framework.  
Briefly discussed the Graduate Assistant (GA) Performance Evaluation policy and agreed that this is an administrative policy rather than under the purview of the Executive Committee.
	2.5 Report of the University Librarian (20 minutes – Dean Stewart)
Dean Stewart opened the floor for questions, comments, or concerns at this point in regards to the decisions on the University Library Budget and call for modeling reductions.
This has been an unusual year with regards to the flat

The University Senates Conference (USC) has been trying to make changes to theworking on making statues at the system level to bring all 3 universities in line together.  The In particular the phrase “academic staff” in the Statutes is unclear in some instances. This Spring each senate in the Illinois Systems were sent the proposed changes, the Urbana Senate and rejected it as a whole due to concern that sweeping changes would several of the changes havinghave a ripple effect. They USC is choosing to send amendments related to concerns of all campuses to the president and Board of Trustees. Senates have until Dec 16 to send the President their concerns.are attempting to address concerns as well as suggestions proposed by the two other universities. Some ongoing concerns tie are tied to the to the term changes to the term and definition of “Academic staff” which is found in Article IX, Ssection 4.a.and changes to Article X, Section 2: Academic Freedom.
