Quarterly Working Group Reports

							
Digital Production- Angela Waarala
CAPT DPWG Membership discussed
· Discussed adding representative member from special collections or inviting all the units to biannual meetings inviting feedback and communication.  No decisions were made. Special collection currently exchanges info through the Digital Library User Council and project meetings
· Discussed membership of other groups especially as it relates to Kyle Rimkus sabbatical. Tracy Popp, Stephanie Luke and Angela Waarala added to Medusa Digital Library User 
Speedwagon work (Henry)
· Henry working to bring the packaging suite developed in Preservation for HathiTrust and Digital Library processes to the cloud to make workflows more efficient. He’s been establishing infrastructures and getting it into a docker in AWS. He is working with Joe Troy and Jason Colwell to make it accessible so he can deploy it.
Newspaper digitization (Will Schlaack)
Veridian is working well – creates a little change of procedure on Will’s end but it’s been very helpful.  Eric is working to improve storage management process on veridian.library.illinois.edu
Jason Colwell has provided a way for Will has done testing as well.
Adopting Aeon across Special Collections
· Krista Gray has been heading up a task force that includes others in the library who intend to adopt Aeon to manage requests, specifically digital reproduction, and research reference requests.  DS will be doing so by the end of the summer.  Others include Archives and the Map Library. RBML and IHLC are already integrated.  The process of confirming fees and workflows is nearly done.  RBML has been using Aeon for a while.  DS will test their workflow with IHCL is also using Aeon now.  
Equipment Replacement Schedule Preservation IT
· DS has been working with IT on a proposal to update equipment including establishing reliable timeframe for refreshing lab cameras and workstations.  The lab functions on near obsolete cameras soon to be phased out by an OS update.  Moving forward IT and others in Preservation will come up with refresh schedule for aging equipment in Media Preservation, Digital Preservation and Digital Reformatting through a coordinated effort.
Workflow management tool to replace JIRA
· Developers adopting Github and digital production using Teams
· Most outside the development team are invested in adopting the same platform to simplify workflow management across the digital production areas
· Eric Mosher is contacting campus IT to address some functionality concerns in Teams as well making sure Github documentation at IT level is up to date.

Follow-up discussion to this report focused on the value evident in the Aeon implementation as well as the availability of funding to support outsourced digitization projects.

Repositories, Preservation, Access- Kyle Rimkus	
			
Illinois Experts
· The Illinois Experts portal has been connected to the Library Catalog via use of the Alma link resolver, helping to more fully realize Experts’ potential as a tool for research, discovery, and access. This is still under testing, so a public announcement will not come until later this summer.
· Illinois Experts and ORCID@Illinois are preparing to update/revise their ORCID LibGuide and Illinois Experts FAQ material ahead of possible greater reliance on Experts in supporting ORCID profiles for campus researchers. Chris Prom, Dan Tracy, and Mark Zulauf have met with OVCRI and other campus research administrators to discuss National Security Presidential Memo 33 (NSPM-33) and its guidance on integrating persistent identifiers (PIDs) into research administration workflows.
Research Data Service
· The Illinois Data Bank recently received the CoreTrustSeal invoice for EUR 1,060. This hopefully means that their application for a CoreTrustSeal (to be certified as a trustworthy repository) will be reviewed soon.
· A new Help section has been implemented for the Illinois Data Bank
· Hoa will attend the Open Repository conference this June (in CO) to present a poster with a member of the Data Curation Network (DCN). The poster is about the survey the DCN did last year with 4 member institutions (UIUC, UofMinn, UofMich, Cornell, Duke). The group surveyed their respective depositors to learn about their satisfaction and perspective regarding the data curation service and data sharing. The result was strongly positive.
Repository Development (Digital Library, Medusa, IDEALS, Scholarly Communication)
· Work is moving forward to put the new IR platform rebuild for IDEALS into production. This should be live by mid-June. Currently working on remediating issues turned up during user testing, as well as setting up production infrastructure.
· IMLS has encouraged us to submit a National Leadership grant proposal in September to support the initial phase of getting a shared IR service up and running in Illinois in partnership with CARLI
· There is a new Medusa Assessor service in place that independently performs accrual assessment step for collection registry. This provides more stability for accruals and better integration with Amazon S3 storage.
· Alex Dryden has developed a new feature for the Scalar Platform that automates footnote placement and tracking. Scalar is an open source third party application, so at present, Alex is trying to contribute the new feature to the main code repository.   
· Some interface improvements have been made to the free-form collections viewer in the Digital Library, which is used for archival collections of born digital materials.  
Scholarly Communication
· Members of the IOPN team met with Chris Prom, Tracy Popp, and Hailey Vasquez to discuss the library’s Archive-It membership and use for webarchiving of IOPN publications, which we are now testing. We will have some sort of allotment as part of next year’s data allocation for the membership. This will finalize processes we have been testing for the last couple of years.
· There has been some discussion of appropriate license language for the library exhibits site, which had a nonvetted CC license assigned. Dan Tracy has discussed this issue with Chris Prom, and CAPT RPA plans to charge a small group of stakeholders to review what is appropriate here and make a recommendation.
