1. Esra Coskun, Alma Analytics Resource Collections Dashboard
Esra showed us the UIUC Electronics Dashboard, which is open to everyone in the Library with access to Alma. The Dashboard contains statistics for journals, databases, ebooks, and multimedia from our 100 or so electronic resource vendors, who automatically populate the dashboard monthly (though the day varies) via Suschi:  https://www.niso.org/standards-committees/sushi. To access the UIUC Electronics Dashboard, follow this path: Alma> Analytics> Share with Me> number 7. If you are unable to access no. 7, then clear your cache, go incognito, or change browses. OA journals and books are tracked, but only if users enter through the Library Gateway. It is possible to search individual databases and journal titles as well as themes, such as feminism. Please note that Proquest overcounts because it gives stats to each database on platform. Data can be exported into Excel, PDF, and Powerpoint. If you have questions, contact Esra.
