1. Tom Teper, AUL for Collections, met with the division to discuss Humanities Article Processing Charges (APC) waiver/publisher agreement opportunities.  There is a helpful libguide devoted to Open Access at Illinois that provides examples of journals accepting APC waivers and reductions for Illinois authors: https://guides.library.illinois.edu/oapolicy/home 
Tom discussed various publishers and their business models regarding open access publishing. He asserted that the majority of journals offering open access can be found in STEM subjects. Some humanities open access journals seem to be “subsidized” by journals from other disciplines (e.g. some Elsevier titles). The discussion focused on Taylor & Francis publications and the possibility of negotiating more APCs in the humanities.     
2. Committee Updates.
a. AC (KJ) 
i. At its April meeting the Administrative Council (AC) reviewed and approved the following policies: University Library Travel Reimbursement Policy for Remote and Hybrid Employees; University Library Volunteer Policy. AC continued the discussion of strategic and organizational planning.
b. CDC (PC) 
i. Paula suggested that Esra Coskun, Collection Analyst and Planning Specialist, should be invited to the Arts and Humanities Division meeting to discuss Alma (collections) dashboards. Esra talked about Alma dashboards at the recent CDC meeting. CDC also discussed the policy for international buying trips (to include non-IAS librarians).
c. EC (PC/KJ) 
i. EC discussed the future of PRCs and their proposed transformation into peer mentoring committees. Other discussion items included the evaluation of specialized faculty, the evaluation of AULs, and expectations for search committees. The Arts and Humanities Division discussion ensued about the viability of the participation of teaching faculty in library search committees. Pros and cons were discussed. Kirstin will convey our comments to the dean and EC.   
d. LSSC (KH) 
i. Discussed the issue of hot water and new faucets in library bathrooms. There will be an opportunity to serve on LSSC as Karen’s term is coming to an end.
e. O&E (SM) – Kirstin forwarded the O&E update from Siobhan.
f. Humanities Council (KJ)-The Council is looking for proposals for CAS/MillerCom public events (lectures).
