1. Minutes approval—approved. 
2. Updates (committees and more)
a. AC (KJ) No AC meeting since there were no agenda items. 
b. CDC (PC) Nothing new to report. 
c. Digital Humanities (MT) 
-Campus proposal for NEH about AI. Ryan Cordel and Travis Wagner are assisting with this grant. This is a promising direction for conversations around generative AI and Library support for digital scholarship. The grant application is due on December 11. Kevin Hamilton has been meeting with them regularly for help with this grant. 
-There are a number of campus partners who aren’t aware of the dramatic shift of Scholarly Commons. Mary shared an internal document about where services have ended up: https://docs.google.com/document/d/19gUGMaXbCDGXCvFjwK2Mah-JaUZR7V8n/edit?usp=sharing&ouid=110460922416761701752&rtpof=true&sd=true. The idea is that this document will become a LibGuide to assist patrons on locating digital tools. Encouraged us to look over the topics and share any recommendations for how address any gaps. 
-Mary is now the Chair of Library Emerging and Integrated Technologies Coordination Committee. (LEITC)
d. EC (CSW) A note to be aware that Extra Help employees do not automatically get library privileges. 
EC will possibly be moving to once-a-month meetings. 
Have not heard back from the Provost about budget models. 
e. Humanities Council (KJ) Did not meet last month. They will meet tomorrow. 
f. LSSC (CC) Catherine reported that the ODTAC is helping to organize CPR and Narcan training for units. If a unit is interested in requesting training, they can contact ODTAC. LSSC vice-chair Sam Lechowicz (Tech Services) is leaving UI and we currently have no reps from CPS since Media Commons has moved to the Physical Sciences Division. Some discussion is going on about appropriate representation across the divisions when things shift around. 
g. O&E (SM) This committee has not met in a while. They have been interviewing people about engagement in units and are eager to hear all opinions about how the Library can better engage. Contact them if you would like to be interviewed. There is still money available to fund proposals. 
h. RMT (CSW) Two main questions were discussed at last meeting. 1: Is it useful to have more subject specialists available for live chat? Yes, in principle. A concern is that specialists are not competing with staff, but rather are available to have questions directed to them. Sara Holder said the info desk handles chat reference on site, so they work together. Would it be helpful for specialists to have virtual office hours, so staff working chat would know they are available? 2: Talked about creating a list of all subjects and their associated library on the main webpage. Kirstin shared updates about the Strategic Planning Committee. They have finished an initial draft of their work and are now planning to meet with focus groups to gather feedback and make edits.
