1. Co-Chairs of the CAPT Search, Discovery, and Delivery Working Group (Kate and Michael Norman): brief discovery-related updates and reminders, and discussion around unit-specific discovery needs (e.g., existing custom Easy Search options on unit websites)
a. Michael Norman and Kate Lambaria presented on current directions for EasySearch/Primo
i. Plan to have new Primo interface that blends library holdings with subscription holdings for approx. 1 billion items
ii. Will need to use facets more in order to sort through information
iii. Plan to implement next summer, whole I-Share
iv. University of Toronto is example of what it’ll look like
v. EasySearch will be retired. Bill Mischo was driving force, now we need to focus on sustainability. Less necessary than it used to be
vi. No longer subscribe to EDS
vii. Primo favors Proquest products (90% of content) so anything on Ebsco will not be as favored, in A+H instance includes MLA, RLM, Historical Abstracts, America: history and Life, etc. 
viii. What is fulltext is what tends to show up in Primo+; keep in mind for indexes vs. fulltext and communicate to users; to be indexed in Primo+ needs to be at least 60% fulltext
ix. If you had a customized Easy Search for your library, or have concerns about what Primo+ will look like get in touch – for example, Geoff has been in touch with how newspapers display and emphasizing print materials
b. Question about implementing sublocations on Primo side – Michael seemed open to the idea.

c. EC (PC) – EC met on !0/13. Dean Stewart gave a budget update but said there was very little to report. There are so many uncertainties, such as the F&A from federal grants, which will greatly impact the budget. EC assigned a PMC for an associate faculty member wishing to go up for full. EC discussed the Revised Faculty Research Policy and the Re-org.
