Agenda/Minutes

FY23 Budget	
· We are in a good place with spending. Our balance is typical for this point compared to previous years, so there are no major concerns. We do not know the amount of end of year money at this point, as invoices and orders are still pending.

FY24 Budget Discussion							
· We have not received any concrete information about potential allocations from campus. This information will be shared once it is received. 

Local Discussion Topics
· Items are continually being added to the running desiderata list. 
· The Elsevier renewal is coming up in January. The first meeting with Elsevier and UIUC systems has been held. The goal is to have everything done by October at the latest, to be ready to be presented at the November Board of Trustees meeting. 
· The early meetings will be exploratory conversations with the goal of creating a set of options that can be discussed with the U of I system Library Deans. Elsevier provided a rundown of our current contract and there was an extended discussion about open access publishing.
· Our current contract for the University of Illinois system was a five-year agreement that was extended one year due to covid, with a value of $4.17 million.
· UIC is not opposed to a read and publish agreement but are not budgeted to support it out of Library funds. We have a similar perspective and would be interested in working on this through a partnership.
· There has been developing frustration among the faculty about the costs of open access publishing and having to eat those costs from grant money. From a transaction standpoint it is also more expensive for the university to deal with.  
· Amy noted the results of the Ithaca Survey of Faculty show a somewhat high level of support for open access and publishing. Additionally, there was positive feedback about open educational resources.
