1) Quarterly Working Group Reports

[bookmark: _ipv6r1fxofae]General Updates
1. Dan Tracy’s term as chair of the working group is ending, and Seth Robbins will take over as chair from his time as Vice Chair. Eric Mosher will serve as Vice Chair for the coming year.
2. We are now members of the Digital Preservation Coalition (DPC), giving us a seat at the table in a global community effort. Some benefits include training, travel support for digital projects, and access to the DPC Rapid Assessment Model, which will allow us to do a self assessment of the digital preservation program. Kyle Rimkus will lead the process of filling out the assessment, conferring with the various stakeholders for different services.
3. Kyle Rimkus is going to be working to fill out the Office of Digital Strategies website so that it provides an overview of all of our locally developed and maintained digital systems. He will be contacting service stakeholders to ensure services are properly represented.
4. The group discussed a draft report from Ithaka on the Shared Infrastructure for Scholarly Communication to coordinate feedback that Chris Prom could share back with Ithaka as part of the community response process. There were a number of concerns with the report, including that it had very few real take-aways for libraries despite libraries being a core audience for Ithaka. The use of the term “infrastructure” often seems to relate simply to vendor offerings rather than actual scholarly communications infrastructure. There were also concerns about claims about “global” trends despite specifically limiting the scope of interviewees to individuals from North America and Europe, and questions about the framing of some of the report’s general conclusions.

5. CARLI Shared Institutional Repository: We are wrapping up the first “quiet pilot” year of the CARLI Shared IR with three pilot institutions. The next step would be a larger public pilot with at least 10 CARLI members. However, work remains to be done to finalize the accounting workflows.
a. Work in the first phase has involved continued development of the IDEALS infrastructure. We now have the ability for site-wide administrators to bulk upload content, which simplifies the process and puts less strain on programming staff who had been responsibility for this process in the DSpace IDEALS. Single sign-in authentication for multiple institutions has also been worked out.
6. IOPN: We had paused updates to publication platforms while grant instructional activities were winding down, but updates have restarted again, with some significant updates and improvements to OJS and Omeka S.
7. Illinois Data Bank: The data bank now has versioning of data sets. They are also working on improving integration of links to related information like articles using the data sets. They are redoing the application for the CORE Seal of Approval due to some changes to the form.
8. Illinois Experts: Late summer and early fall are largely devoted to activating and populating new faculty accounts.
9. IMS: The team is creating a central database to track all of the various systems they support in a centralized manner, which has not existed in the past and should be very useful.
10. Digital Library: The team is working with John Laskowski to do a user study, modeled somewhat on the IDEALS user study, to identify areas for improvement for the Digital Library interface. This, along with feedback from the Digital Library User Group, will help prioritize development needs. The process is expected to take a few months.

· Major web browser developers are making changes in response to privacy concerns from users. 
· Change areas include: third party cookies, IP addresses, browser fingerprinting, link decoration, and bounce tracking.
· Help desks need to be prepared for issues resulting from these changes
· We need to look at aligning our access methods for e-resources. We should also look at implementing federated authentication for as many resources as possible. 
· Tracy noted e-resources should be provided with extra resources. Wendy noted that the issue is not the lack of people but the process of the security checks being extremely time consuming.
