Agenda and previous month’s meeting minutes approved. 


FY26 and FY27 Budget Updates	
· We are 32% spent and 31% unencumbered in terms of total budget. The other third is encumbered, pending some large invoices that will be incoming.
· For FY27 we are operating under the assumption that it is still campus’s intent to give us $600,000 for the next two upcoming fiscal years. This gives us flexibility and takes some of the pressure off the budget. 
· Tom and Esra will begin modeling this.
· We have not yet received the budget instructions for this year, but they should be received soon.
				

Collection Development Topics					
· AI Use
· There have been ongoing conversations with the AI Literacy Group about labeling things that have an AI component and whether labeling them is a good idea. 
· There have not yet been a lot of discussions about purchasing or licensing AI resources, but high-level conversations are ongoing on campus about AI in the curriculum.
· It was recommended that we are proactive and start investigating license agreements, costs, etc in order to move quickly if we need to support AI around curricular initiatives.
· There was a suggestion to have members of the AI group come to a future CDC meeting to share questions and concerns.
· This will affect how we think about purchasing materials. 
· Springer has begun publishing summaries of journal articles as books that are generated by AI.
· Academic freedom plays into policies. We need to ensure that we give researchers the ability to make their choices.
· It would be a more productive learning experience for our students to direct them to a LibGuide or other resource that explains AI integrations and how to potentially turn them off. 
· This conversation will be continued in more depth at the January meeting.
· Leisure Reading Collection Discussions
· A conversation began 2-3 months ago about having more easily accessible leisure reading for students. The bulk of this collection has shifted over into Main Library with the closure of UGL.
· Mara Thacker and Paula Carns are actively engaged in this.
· There is a desire to have this collection in a high traffic area. It will be housed in SSHEL with signage to direct patrons to additional collections in Lit Lang, Grainger, and other locations.
· Stephanie has been working with Gobi to outline profiles of award winning books, and we will start off with buying the entirety of the 2025 award winners that we haven’t already purchased through Gobi.
· We will be starting with the fiction, poetry, and non-fiction bestseller lists from the New York Times.
· These will be paid for out of a fund in the central pool and will be on auto-ship.
· Course Affordability - IUB Partnership
· Tom and Stephanie met with the Director of Retail Sales for the Illinois Union Bookstore.
· IUB has been providing us with the red shelf list, which contains all the items that faculty members are listing for the bookstore to purchase. We have been identifying titles that are available as e-books through Gobi and purchasing them.
· We are working with IUB to streamline a process for this, and IUB will put stickers on the tags for titles that match books the Library has unlimited simultaneous access to.
· One of the biggest challenges is getting faculty to list their textbooks with the bookstore in a timely manner.
· TLAS has created a LibGuide on affordable resources and we would like to put a list of textbooks that we have purchased on it.
· Sage Impact Purchase
· Sage made an offer for a comprehensive purchase of resources that we have not yet acquired. This included Sage Research Methods, Video Business, Sage Skills, any journal backed files and updates, reference and academic books for the last few years, CQ press, and some updates to the data and CQ press.
· Sage has agreed to a 67% discount off the list price. They have also offered for the Big 10 to centrally purchase a certain amount of material for each institution and to extend a discount of 70% for any additional content purchased.
· We are be able to outright purchase this with no outstanding money due and the content should be available next semester.
· Information will be sent out through LibNews once the content is turned on.
