1. True Boundwith Items   
· Two distinct workflows are needed for what we usually lump together as “boundwiths”—one for serials (i.e., title changes) and one for true bound volumes.
· Draft procedures for working with true boundwith items were developed by Chloe and MJ and shared with the entire group. 
· Includes using host bib records, but with user-friendly title; must be saved in institution zone instead of network zone. 
· Caveat: alternate methods might be needed for unique situations  
· The committee gave a thumbs up on moving forward with the documentation. 

2. Alma, Primo, & PCC Updates  
· Michael gives the group regular updates on Alma and Primo to ensure we are all aware of changes that have happened or that are coming for staff behind the scenes or for users.
· MJ gave an update on Library of Congress’ Program for Cooperative Cataloging (PCC) all-day linked data meeting, which included OCLC, Ebsco, and other vendors. Updates include OCLC unveiled a new metadata editor. It is slick and professional, and will be released next year. 

3. Future Discussion
· What do we want to be doing? What do we want/need to focus on to use this time most effectively? 
· Our strengths as a working group include creating guidelines and sharing them out, as well as providing others in the group the opportunity to weigh in on documentation. 
· The group is interested in having more discussions around shared issues that impact multiple areas or units—authority work, metadata maker, etc.

The primary topic of our October meeting centered upon the new Campus Affiliate Tool, and since that meeting there has subsequently been a great deal of work between ERWG and Campus IT regarding supporting this tool as well as what we hope to be some fruitful work with a system called AuthMan.  The use of AuthMan can conceivably move us closer to the long held goal of an access whitelist instead of blacklist. We are also have some additional discussions with Campus IT regarding honing what attributes are being used in our SSO setups. Work will be ongoing on these items.  We are also learning about ITrust which is campus developed system for housing specific SSO information and certifications.  
We haven’t been to work on trial functionality in Primo, but we will keep it on the parking lot list.
