1. Approve June minutes  (attached)

2. Discussion with JJ Pionke on anti-racism resources/LibGuide

Discussion about creating an anti-racism lib guide, perhaps supported or guided by the Diversity Committee. JJ had originally created a lib guide in SHELL but has since deleted it. JJ has received some pushback in proceeding with such a project and is reaching out to the Diversity Committee for ideas and support: 

· Sarah suggested that perhaps this collaboration could include work with the library’s social justice reading group, or perhaps focus on our own collections, local figures, or items that are relevant.
· Jessica suggests seeking out sources (by mining bibliographies) that have been overlooked or overshadowed by more popular works that address race and racism.
· Spencer supports JJ’s efforts.
· Cindy: we have received mixed messages as to who in the library should lead projects related to anti-racism. 
· Recent meeting with Jake Mac Gregor, Skye Arseneau, Heather Murphy, Cindy and Jessicawas a good brainstorm 
· [bookmark: _Hlk45615175]Jameatris suggests avoiding using popular acronyms and to spell out the entire term, such as People of Color. Diversity committee can certainly provide guidance to JJ’s project or other similar projects 
· JJ suggests that he is interested in continuing work on the lib guide project but wants to open it up to collaboration and tease out particulars. Perhaps send out a LibNews announcement 
· Jameatris suggests an open call for a brain storming discussion (via Zoom perhaps). Send out a LibNews announcement about hosting a Zoom brainstorming session. 
· Next Steps:
· Spencer believes an open call for a brainstorming sessions would be valuable; encourages “throwing stickies at the wall” by using the application Mural (https://app.mural.co/)  
· Cindy suggests working with Jameatris, Jessica, and the working group with Jake M. and Heather to pitch the idea of a Lib News announcement.
