2. Announcements and Updates
· Jessica provided background information on the exhibit we are planning in February for Black History Month. We will call it African American Hidden Figures at the U of I: 1870s-1950s since we have a lot of information on people from this period.  Jessica is gathering images and other items that will go in a Box folder.  We will also use materials created for the Black History month exhibit last year. Spencer will set up an Omeka site for the digital version of the exhibit. This will be the first digital exhibit in the new Omeka software. 

3. Discussion Items
· Carolyn Randolph from IPRH has agreed to offer training for the committee on facilitating difficult conversations. Spencer will find a room and schedule this event. 

· Change the Subject film screening –Co Sponsor with the I School 
Background: This film shares the story of a group of college students, who from their first days at Dartmouth College, were committed to advancing and promoting the rights and dignity of undocumented peoples.  In partnership with staff at Dartmouth, these students – now alumni – produced a film to capture their singular effort at confronting an instance of anti-immigrant sentiment in their library catalog.   See

The digital file is $300, which prepays for the DVD. Cindy can purchase this with her funds. The iSchool will co-sponsor this and Dean Wilkin has agreed to provide some funding.  We would like to bring someone in to speak about the film but that could cost up to 2K.  We can bring someone in via Skype.  We think this will be of interest to many units on campus.  We are looking at a date to show this later in the spring. 


· Creating the Trans Inclusive Library Planning
We need to begin working on the following: an announcement about this initiative; identifying and inviting speakers; planning exhibits for 2020-2021 (Cindy will schedule these); and beginning the survey design.  

We also need to plan three brown bag events for this spring.  Spencer suggested:
1. Vocabulary best practice in January to be held at the Library
2. Discussion of the book Gender Queer at the March CU Comics Colloquium (see https://comicscolloquium.web.illinois.edu/wp/) to be held off campus
3. Pronoun praxis in April to be held at the iSchool

Spencer and Kathryn will organize these events.  

Some suggested resources for this initiative include Supporting Trans People in Libraries by Stephen G. Krueger and A Quick and Easy Guide to They/Them Pronouns by Archie Bongiovanni and Tristan Jimerson.  Cindy will acquire these resources for the library. Cindy will also make sure we have a copy of Gender Queer.

We also need to begin a job description for a GA.  Spencer will create a draft and Sarah will help him.  Others are highly encouraged to look at this too.
