2) FY26 and FY27 Budget Updates					
· FY26 Desiderata List (https://uofi.box.com/s/44juoqudptvfbjyq90clne9smoy1i6h9) 
· The FY26 desiderata list is intended for one-time purchases only, as no recurring funds are available at year-end.
· A link to the Box file containing the FY26 tab was shared and confirmed to be accessible across the Library.
· Members were encouraged to share the link within their divisions and solicit submissions.
· Planning for FY27 Funding Needs
· The committee discussed planning for FY27 funding needs, including:
· Anticipated price increases for periodicals and other continuing resources
· The potential need to offset lost Title VI funding for area studies
· Members were invited to suggest additional priorities for a preliminary FY27 list.
· Additional funding for selected approval plans was suggested, particularly for:
· Music
· North Africa
· Art-related plans
· A question was raised regarding whether areas that experienced funding reductions in recent years (e.g., geology, chemistry, physics) should be considered for reallocation or restoration.
· Questions were raised about whether proposed resources should be prioritized at the division level before being brought to the committee.
· Clarification was provided that:
· Resources must be appropriate for institutional licensing
· The Library does not purchase tools or licenses intended for individual users
· Text and Data Mining (TDM) tools:
· A ProQuest TDM product was identified as potentially within scope based on prior collection practices.
· Concerns were raised about:
· Longevity of publisher-specific TDM tools
· Limitations on using content outside a vendor’s own corpus
· It was noted that demand for TDM support is increasing and may warrant further exploration.
· A proposed digital asset management tool was discussed and considered unlikely to be suitable due to licensing and scope concerns.
