Agenda/Minutes

Agenda and last month’s meeting minutes approved. 


Approval Plan	- Management for FY25					
· We used to have essentially one budget for the approval plan and allocations for individual funds were managed on the back end. Complications have resulted from moving to Alma if POs are created when there is not enough money in that fund. 
· The central pool for approval plans was pushed out under individual disciplinary areas when we moved to Alma, but because of the separation of duties that we currently have we are not able to move funds around as easily on the back end. We will be likely going with a hybrid approach between what we did before and what Alma capability allows us to do. We will have a central pool under the stewardship of acquisitions while also maintaining separate allocations for different disciplinary areas. There was support for this plan from those present. 
· Tom suggested looking at the naming of the funds next year. Stephanie will explore building something into the main fund reports to make pulling up information easier. 

OUP Print/Ebooks from BTAA						
· We have an agreement with Oxford University Press from the Big 10 that all of their OUP in print ebooks were made available to us based off publication year and we also got a print copy of the book. We are the retention library on behalf of the Big 10 for these print copies. The contract expired in December of 2023 and the Big 10 has not signed a new agreement yet. 
· Gobi is currently holding the 2024 OUP books in anticipation of the agreement being signed. If someone tries to order one of these books from Gobi right now, it will automatically be cancelled. We will push out a note to people trying to order these books explaining the pending agreement. Rush orders can be ordered from another vendor but will result in double billing when the agreement is signed. 

FY24 Budget Progress								
· We are 66% of the way through the year. The Elsevier invoice has arrived. The annual increase is 2.25% 

FY25 Budget Preparation							
· We have not received any news from campus on the FY25 budget. We have asked for enough funding to cover price increases for journal content and non-journal literature.
