· Quarterly Working Group Reports

1. Digital Production- Angela Waarala 		

	CAPT Digital Production Working Group report
02-27-2024
· The group will work to improve object identifiers in Reformatting, The group is evaluating naming conventions for locally digitized content, specifically digital special collections for preservation and access. DS and Media Preservation evaluate and update conventions making workflows less efficient and object identifiers in our repositories.
· Web Arching – Tracy is involved in ongoing discussions around management of web archives and is working with Chris Prom to build capacity.
· Digital Reformatting – Will is working on digital content donations from other institutions. He is codifying donation agreements and building infrastructure to support file management. He will work with library administration on collection decisions. 
· Metadata - Stephanie is reviewing policies and procedures for Digital Library collections metadata. Work is being done to ensure all Digital Library public domain collections are  harvested by IDHH. 
· Digital Library development - The Digital Library User Council (Special Collections and Digital Production members) worked to create priorities for development. Development is underway including improvement of faceting of elements, the order of element values, language expressions and display of supplementary documents like transcripts.  Wireframes for display of the Sensitive Content Statement were shared with the developers and implementation is expected this spring. 2. Repositories, Preservation, and Access-  Seth Robbins
			
· CAPT-RPA subgroup activities:
· As discussed previously the RPA subgroup has decided to draft a set of standard for UIUC repository user interfaces and Materials 
· The committee is in the process of a literature review of relevant Accessibility research, statutes and standards.
· Initial Drafting of the policy is also in progress by Kyle Rimkus, drawing heavily on the Digital Library Accessibility and Usability Guidelines (DLAUG) developed by UW Milwaukee.
· The RPA subgroup discussed options for display of the Library’s sensitive content statement on the Illinois Digital Library pages.
· Options discussed included continuous display of statement in header, an accordion display that could be collapsed, and a dismissable dialogue similar to those commonly used to inform readers that “this website uses cookies.” 
· Application of the statement to IDEALS was also discussed. 
· No Consensus was reached regarding which display option might work the best, but pros and cons were discussed for each option.  
· Kyle Rimkus gave an overview of a repository-focused iSchool practicum he is supervising. 
· The student is Erica Ohmann, currently a member of Tech Services Identity and Access Management (IAM) team.
· The proposed end product of the practicum is an IT pro forum presentation on standards for authentication and authorization in our repository platform 
· She will be interviewing repository developers and stakeholders about our repository systems to evaluate them from the perspective of someone with expertise in Identity and Access Management.
· The subgroup also discussed the potential for a licensing policy covering certain types of Metadata:
· Ayla Stein brought up intellectual property concerns around user produced metadata, particularly in fields containing abstracts or other significant descriptions of the described work. 
· The subgroup is considering working on such a policy, but first, we’d like to reach out to the Cataloging and Metadata working group and our Copyright Specialist to see whether similar work is extant or ongoing and whether there is potential for collaboration.  
· In the realm of service specific updates most ongoing work being done is fairly routine, but we have begun to transition development resources to the Illinois Digital Library.
· Based on recent user testing, a series of new and existiing Digital Library feature requests were made and prioritized. 
· Development has begun on these features beginning with changes to search results faceting which have recently been rolled out.

B. A large number of LEITC members are working on the AI Center of Expertise subgroups (Teaching and Learning, Research and Infrastructure).
