Proposed changes presented by Tim Newman:

GET OUT/RUN

NOTE: During COVID-19 pandemic, proceed to your unit’s designated meeting area and check in with your Unit Coordinator. In order to maintain social distancing, do not congregate in close quarters with others. After checking in, leave the area if it is safe to do so, and check back in after 15 minutes to see if the evacuation has ended.

CHANGE:  NOTE: Proceed to your unit’s designated meeting area and check in with your Unit Coordinator. After checking in, leave the area if it is safe to do so, and check back in after 15 minutes to see if the evacuation has ended. Practice social distancing as best as possible and masks are optional.  (Do we have to state this?)

STAY IN/HIDE

NOTE: During a tornado warning, Facilities may open additional areas within the basement, such as mechanical rooms, to allow additional space for social distancing. When sheltering in place for severe weather, wear masks and maintain social distancing as much as possible while remaining safe.

RUN

NOTE: During COVID-19 pandemic, you may check in at your Evacuation Assembly Area and receive additional instructions to leave the immediate vicinity in order to maintain social distancing protocols.

CHANGE: Remove the note and leave bullet as “Evacuate to Evacuation Assembly Area and remain until additional instructions are given.”

HIDE

NOTE: When sheltering in place for tornado warnings, wear masks and maintain social distancing as much as possible while remaining safe.

CHANGE: Remove the note and leave bullet as “If sheltering-in-place due to sever weather, proceed to the identified Storm Refuge Area or to the lowest, most interior area of the building away from windows or hazardous equipment or materials.”
