However, those of you who saw my talk a couple weeks ago on Generative AI and Large Language Models (LLMs) know about the hallucination problems with LLMs where they make up articles and facts and confidently present them to the user.  We have a small number of free searches that we can perform against ChatGPT4 so we will remove that option in the development server soon. Be judicious if you test this.
