Cataloging and Metadata Working Group
June 26, 2025

Meetings: Met 3 times since last report, on April 3, May 1, & June 26.
1. America, Gulf of & Mount McKinley: Our Plans for Recent LCSH Changes
i. We will follow CARLI’s guidelines and take no additional action to intervene at this point. The OCLC FAST headings retain the original term, so both are searchable by patrons. LCSH 

2. Alma, Primo, & BIBFRAME Updates   
· Michael gives the group regular updates on Alma and Primo to ensure we are all aware of changes that have happened or that are coming for staff behind the scenes or for users. 
· MJ gave an update on BIBFRAME and the current status of experimentation and implementation. MJ has begun exploratory work with CARLI on BIBFRAME

3.  AI in creating catalog records
· This is a research interest of MJ’s: compare different AI tools (Chatgpt, 3.5 and 4.0, DeepSix, LLama, CoPilot), and she demoed using Chatgpt4.0 for the working group.
· There are questions and ethical concerns about replacing work done by full time staff, though MJ has found that human intervention will be required. 
i. The PCC statement on AI: AI will not replace our work; have to notify public if information is created by AI
ii. Potential for error is quite high when the presentation of information does not follow typical layout

4. Working Group future goals and priorities
· Wait until new head arrives and revaluate membership, but also evaluate ideas for future priorities
i. Primo’s interaction with other services (DL, Archives space, etc.) and impact
ii. Reparative cataloging discussion to be ongoing
iii. BIBCO membership
iv. Official RDA implementation
v. BIBFRAME
· Become more actively involved with CARLI working groups (Primo VE and Technical Services align most closely)

ERWG has met once since our last report on 03/27/2025
Our meeting was entirely focused on upcoming changes to a authentication whitelist, e.g. allow list for EZProxy authentication.  We are hoping to implement changes July 14, 2025.  We are currently working on edits to the proxy error page (this is the page a user gets when they are denied access).  The changes will reflect the need to contact your dept if you are denied access and we are also working to make sure policies linked in this page are pointing to the right place. We have at least one document that needs to be moved to public pages (as opposed to staff pages) after title II update.    We are also working on an email that library staff will be able to send users who are denied access after changes.  

After the work has been done with EZProxy the same changes will be applied to sites that currently allow SSO for access.  This will involve some more collaborative work with Technology Servies.
