Meetings: May 16, June 13  

1. Display of Digital Library resource types in Primo
· DL resource types still do not display correctly in Primo; investigation continues.
2. PCC introductory RDA training
· CMWG has concluded its series of 11 PCC introductory RDA training webinars.
· Participants found the Official RDA Toolkit to be overly complex and generally frustrating.
· PCC will implement Official RDA over a 3-year period from May 1, 2024, to April 30, 2027.
3. PCC Joint Operations Committee (OpCo) update
· OpCo attendees were concerned about AI in cataloging and the need for additional NACO, SACO, and CONSER training sessions. 
4. ELUNA 2024 updates
· Ex Libris is enriching Alma Community Zone bibliographic records using AI. Ex Libris adds the language of the resource, a summary statement, and Library of Congress subject headings to the records.
· Ex Libris will roll out an AI Cataloger Assistant in Alma within the next year. The tool will provide recommendations to catalogers based on uploaded cover images.
5. NACO training
· CMWG members are actively recruiting new NACO contributors in the library. Participants will independently view LC training modules and attend regular meetings. Their records will be reviewed before submission.

ERWG CAPT Report

While the full complement of ERWG hasn’t met since December, ERWG Lite met yesterday (06/26) to do some planning for future work and summer meetings. 
In the meantime, SSO set up continues, and we are discussing noting limited user vs unlimited user ebooks in Primo. Currently our discussion points to the notion that the work would be more manageable if we work from the assumption that most of our ebooks are unlimited (which is true) and work on a plan to manage and label the limited user books.  This approach takes sustainability of the metadata management into account. We still need to work on exact language to use, etc.  
We will also be looking at adding some license details to ALMA with particular attention to Ebook ILL.  This will take a bit of investigation and testing before we can get rolling very far with this.
And the audit and elimination of ALMA standalone portfolios from the migration (reported on last time) is completed.
