Liaison Reports and Updates:
Arts & Humanities:  No report.
Central Public Services:  Sara Benson talked about Open Education Week March 3, 2020. Tuesday from 3:30-4:30  in Room 220 Professor Jasmine Roberts from Ohio State University will give a talk on “Beyond Free Textbooks: How OER  Addresses Access inclusion and Academic Excellence.” The event will also be live streamed.  On March 4, 12pm-1pm Room 314 Main Library there will be an “Open Education Textbook.”
Undergraduate Library: Moving in progress.  Almost all of the collections will be moved to Stacks except high interest collections, graphic novels, gaming, loanable tech, and medical science collections.
Law: Grad Assistant started and will have another in the fall.
Life Sciences: Funk Aces has a sub-committee for Alma training, doing pretty well.  Three offices being built in ACES.  Assessment has formed a committee, and there will be a forum.  An email will be sent soon.  Mike Dickenson will start May 16 2020 as Planning Landscape Architecture & Agriculture Librarian.  Susan Braxton will act as liaison for Digital Strategies, Chris Prom.
