· LibInsight does allow bulk uploading
· Discussion: 
· Data cleaning is needed during transition to ensure consistency and efficiency over multiple forms/datasets
· Suggestion of a survey to collect feedback on what data is needed and what data will be used for
· Many changes are happening this summer (UGL close, SSHEL collection move, etc.) so want to delay system transition 
· Ideal timeline is to renew Desk Tracker for a year and also get a limited license of LibInsight for a year to start transition
· Trial currently ends on March 15, but Jen has requested an extension until the end of March (pending) 
· Teaching & Learning Task Force and Reference also are in the process of giving feedback on these forms
