1. Approval of minutes (taken by Janis)
a. approved
2. Dates for 2021 LSD Meetings (Kelli)
a. Same time and date, 2nd Wednesday of every month from 10:30 a.m. -12 p.m.
3. Collections Budget preparations for FY23 (Sarah)
a. Should be going for 2022 with our inflation coverage. It is in 2023 when funds will likely get tight. So, Tom is asking us to try to think of what we could do for FY23.
i. Perhaps specific cuts rather than percentages across the board. 
1. Typically about 600,000 in inflation over a year. This is approximately what we need to have in the “hole” for protection funds.
2. Kelli thinks it would be useful to have another spreadsheet that shares with us resources and usage stats, including cost to help us make large scale decisions.
a. It will be tricky as we did this very recently (3 years or so ago).
b. Ryan pointed out size of department matters as well in these calculations.
3. Can we shift things to endowments preventatively?
4. Ryan and Susan point out this is dangerous, what if can’t get it back, and what if market negatively affects endowments.
5. Can we evaluate approval funds, some of us (Bio) could do with much less.
a. Approvals are also less of a charged discussion because it's a central pool.
6. Keep this discussion for next month.
7. Ryan will share what they calculate relating to the monetary implications of withdrawing from package deals.
a. Using Unsub for calculations.
4. ALMA updates, concerns (all)
a. Scopus Discover Link still leading to blank page in Primo. Still Scopus’ fault, Wendy is working on it.
5. Update on back to work plans (Sarah)
a. Stay the course the way we have it now. Seeming no changes as of now.
b. Thinking ahead to fall: GA training perhaps during summer to prep them for opening and closing and other skills as well.
6. Committee assignments and reports – AC, CDC, others
a. Digital Strategies Liaisons (Susan):
i. Group to share information about things happening around library regarding anything digital. 
1. Discussed federated authentication:
a. Based on a standard called Security Assertion Markup Language (SAML). We are working towards this, but vendors are still tied to IP but this is the future.
2. Jen Yu spoke about assessment using SPLUNK to analyze ezproxy access: peak use was week of Oct 4-10.
a. Consensus that users find using library during covid is confusing. Want 1 sheet explanation.
b. Tell her about new tools, so she’s aware that they exist in order to assess down the line.
3. Omeka:
a. Older exhibits can be rendered less usable as upgrades continue, so looking to plan for taking exhibits down and making less interactive so does not take up space on server.
4. Digital Imaging Specialist and extra help in digitization. And IDEALS rebuild is moving along (out of D-space into home grown-more like IDB and work better with preservation). And hired new Repository developer.
b. AC (Kelli): Meets the 21st
c. CDC: Chatting about budget. 
i. Springer/Nature titles: we will avoid for the time being. 
ii. Ebook purchases through EBSCO will be discounted at 12% for the next fiscal year (price changes reflected later on GOBI.
iii. Approvals: Had some carryover from FY20 9since ended fiscal year early). They will use carry over money to purchase ebook items that are requests for print from Main stacks and Oak St.
1. Also slight reduction in approval allocations to cover those ebook purchases. (This hadn’t been explained when we asked about approval reductions, but this is the information now).
d. UGL Integration Task Force (Janis, Kelli)
i. Sub groups are being formed. Kelli is co-chairing the instruction subgroup with David Ward, and Janis is participating in the  sub-group related to services and outreach.
e. Research and Publication Committee (Erin)
i. Working on organizing library research showcase in spring virtually.
ii. RPC sponsored events in January (email from Merinda) check them out.
f. FRC (Erin): Just began on FRC. Annual Reports are due in January.
