1. Approval of minutes (taken by Mike)

2. CDC Modeling for Inflation (Sarah and Mike)

a. Asked to model for 3.5% budget reduction but campus gave us inflation money
i. Now need to cover 1.4% = apprx $35,500 for LSD
ii. Proposal to have Bio, ACE, and Vet Med funds cover this round
1. Sarah will create a new tab in the spreadsheet for this

3. JoVE, Nature, and other problematic publishing agreements (Kelli)

a. Protocols/Video/Libguide?
i. We seem to be getting more and more requests for these subscriptions
ii. Kelli is happy to share how she responds to these requests
iii. Peg suggested that CDC develop some policy or coordinated response that we could look, would be very helpful for fund managers
iv. Erin said it would be good to have a collective stance on these matters because more and more faculty have appointments with multiple colleges/departments
v. Regarding Nature, Susan said it should be more transparent that we are part of BTAA and what that means
vi. Regarding protocols, Kelli suggested we make a libguide for finding them
1. Would make it easier to respond to requests for JoVE
2. Could include locally created material
3. One tab for text resources, one for video

4. Eat all the Colors event (Janis)
i. Should we do this
1. In recent years, this is something that UGL has hosted in partnership with McKinley
2. Encourages intuitive eating and mindfulness around food and eating
3. Janis does have a contact person in McKinley
4. Having it in the library and close to the cookbook collection may be good
a. Or both first and second floors?
ii. Goals
1. Get more people into the library and interacting with the collection!

ii. Instruction Implementation (Rm 509+) – final report coming soon, reservations will be managed through Kirsten Feist and UGL via Outlook
1. 505 reservations will go through a link to libcal funneled through Box to restrict access to library employees, but allows access for GAs
iii. Shared Governance Implementation Group – will aim form a committee that spans all classifications, interim name is “Library Council”
