1. Approval of minutes (taken by Mike)
2. ALMA updates, concerns (all)
· Erin: problems with Mailing Label software for campus mail requests, having trouble installing.
· Susan: asked if anyone had encountered “ghost records” in Primo. She reported the problem but has not heard back.
3. Research Data Service, new semester, support discussion (all)
· Kelli: a reminder that RDS usually will reach out to subject specialists for assistance with reviewing DMPs, or data sets for IDB, or other similar questions.
· Susan: Illinois Databank now has a feature so that users can request a pre-publication review of data sets to help prevent the need to version the files and generate a new DOI.
· Peg: effective January 2023, NIH will change their dmp policy. A dmp will be required for every submission after that point, not just those with over $500,000 grants.
4. Policy Document for Event Requests (Susan, and all)
· Susan: as a first step, link to University Library’s policy on the website. Do we want any more restrictions beyond the Library’s policy, such as who has permission to schedule an event? Should it be a group decision?
· Janis: there should be an internal process or workflow or canned response for when we receive requests.
· Susan: we should include some criteria in our decision tree/workflow, so staff know more easily what is out of scope (i.e. independent and/or commercial nature).
5. LSD Journal Club (Kelli)
· When and how should the meetings be scheduled? Monthly? Same day of week and time?
· Mike: could we make the meetings hybrid?
· Janis: have any of the GAs expressed interest? Should keep the scheduling flexible, try to accommodate different schedules.
· Erin: could rotate the “host” responsibility each time, so that it doesn’t always fall on one person.
· Kelli: begin by talking about our own research and goals. Or pick a journal article to discuss?
· Peg: maybe we need a research club instead of a journal club. More informal, less protocol.
6. Instruction Spaces, Study Spaces Updates (Kelli).
· Work has begun to shift and transfer Funk collection to make room for more study space.
· Instruction spaces group has decided that having dedicated computer terminal in rooms is still preferred; main projector with monitors around the room.
7. Committee assignments and reports – AC, CDC, others
· Mike: Reference Management Team is getting ready for GA orientation.
· Susan: LCAP is waiting to hear whether campus has clearly defined what a civil service professional is before they hold elections. She is now on the Library Exhibitions Committee, they are just getting going.
· Erin: she is the new chair of the Research and Publication Committee, let her know if you have project questions or ideas for events/programming.
· Janis: O&E is continuing to accept grant applications, there are office hours, or just ask Janis your questions.
· Kelli: Awards & Recognition Committee has put out the call for staff awards. BHL is pushing out an “Evaluation of harmful content” statement to acknowledge problematic content that exists in historic collections; goal of making collections more diverse and inclusive.
