FY26/27 Budget Preparation							
· Our budget meeting with campus is in a few weeks, but we will not receive information about the actual budget for a few weeks or months after. 
· The Provost’s office has indicated a desire for conversations about multi-year commitments to the materials budget. 
· There will be a significant impact from the reduction in grants, and we need to be prepared to be on our own in terms of budget.
· Should we be more aggressive in rethinking our need to own journal content? Are we continuing to pay for things out of habit? Can we trust that renting content is cheaper?
· Clarivate is moving to a subscription based model only.
· How we support scholarship is not going to be the same across the board, because our resources aren’t sourced the same.

· Collegiate Readership Program Discussion (Sanga)
· Student affairs voted to get rid of this. TLAS and the information desk have been receiving questions about access to web-only content for the New York Times and Wall Street Journal.
· Divisions that provided feedback did not have strong opinions about this. If we pick up certain specific titles, it might seem like we are favoring particular news organizations. It would be best to wait and see if there is a strong reaction to this access ending, instead of pre-emptively spending money when use might be low.
· There is not central funding available for this.
