Cataloging and Metadata Working Group
March 27, 2025

Meetings: Only one meeting since last report, on March 6.
1. Membership of CMWG
· Many changes in recent years in relation to cataloging and metadata—migration of systems, changes in the linked data environment, etc. There has also been an extreme change in staffing in ACS in the last 10 years or so. This has led to discussions about membership and who makes sense to be on this working group. This will continue to evolve as our units’ staffing models and levels evolve.
· AI: We would like CAPT’s permission to add two new members to the working group: Anna Schlaack, Cataloging and Metadata Librarian, and Kit Condill, Interim Head, Acquisitions and Cataloging Services.

2. Alma, Primo, & BIBFRAME Updates   
· Michael gives the group regular updates on Alma and Primo to ensure we are all aware of changes that have happened or that are coming for staff behind the scenes or for users. 
· MJ gave an update on the progress of BIBFRAME and the current status of experimentation and implementation. How do we prepare ourselves locally for the imminent BIBFRAME implementation and use? There will be a need for both system training and people training. 
· AI: We would like CAPT’s permission to begin exploratory work with CARLI on BIBFRAME

3. ADA Title II Update
· We are the least impacted working group. Is there more we could be doing? 

4. Upcoming Discussion: Gulf of Mexico
· As of March 7, 2025, the authorized subject heading for the Gulf of Mexico is, “Mexico, Gulf of.” The I-Share Network Zone contains 112 bibliographic records with this precise subject heading, and 1,056 bibliographic records with this as a subject heading combined with subdivisions. 
· The subject heading (i.e., MARC 651 field) in each of these records is linked to the authority record found in the Alma Community Zone (CZ). When an updated version of the authority record is posted to the CZ, Alma authority jobs will update the linked record to the new preferred term (e.g., “America, Gulf of”). Alma’s job reports will also identify cases where “Mexico, Gulf of” was unlinked, whether it was replaced or not.
·  We have some prevention and mitigation options available at the CARLI level. CMWG will be discussing at next meeting (scheduled for April 3).

ERWG CAPT REPORT

ERWG has met once since our last report (12/19/2004)

Our last meeting had two primary discussion topics – continued work on moving toward using an allow as opposed to deny list for remote access to e-resources via Authman, and  the group talked a bit about the Title II Roadmap.
We should have a formal document shortly for the group that outlines specific changes for remote e-resources access for the group.  Currently Jon and Stephanie are working with Keith and IAMU. When this goes live it will allow for an “allow access” list that will work for both EZProxy and SSO.  Currently these two methods for authentication don’t have exactly the same rules for allowing or now allowing access.  It will also allow for E-Resources staff to make changes to either allow or block access.  Quite a bit of progress has been made thus far but we still have some work to do on process documentation, and training for Electronic Resources Staff, and working on a communication plan.

· Updates- Kyle Rimkus
· AI metadata generation tool from Ithaka/JSTOR 
· This tool is powered by AI. Digital content can be fed in and metadata will be created to describe it. 
· It is more of a descriptive metadata tool, so calling it an archival processing tool is a misnomer. 
· It only takes JPEG and PDF as inputs, which would be a limitation for most workflows. It is meant to work with JSTOR’s access platform, JSTOR Distinctive Collections, which we do not use. It also costs $60,000 a year to be a charter member. 
· This does not seem like the best tool for us to pursue but it worth keeping an eye on. 
· Digital Storage Architectures at the Library of Congress 
· A lot of interesting predictive work is being done about the effects of crypto and AI on energy consumption for data centers. 
· The market for datastorage is outstripping the actual resources.
· Using DNA as a storage medium is gathering momentum. This is not the DNA of a life form but taking the four components of DNA structure, similar to binary data, and using it to store computer data.
· There are also talks of a new standard called C2PA which will be a label for data files to alert people if something has been modified or created by AI.
