2024 Q1 Report

Meetings: January 25, February 22, March 21  

1. Display of Digital Library materials in Primo
· The import profile for DL collections has been configured, and records display in Primo. DL records do not deduplicate with MARC records in Primo. 
2. Error location cleanup
· The group discussed cleanup needs for bibliographic records with error locations, including removing OCLC holdings, suppressing bibliographic records, and deleting bibliographic records. More investigation is required. 
3. PCC introductory RDA training
· CMWG is hosting a series of 11 PCC introductory RDA training webinars taking place on Wednesdays at 1pm. Supervisors solicited interest from staff, and 26 people are participating.

4. WorldCat Entities URIs
· OCLC has added WorldCat Entities identifiers to bibliographic records in 100, 600, 647, 651, 700, and 758 fields. CMWG recommends that catalogers do not add, delete, or modify the URIs. 
5. OCLC record updates
· The addition of URIs to bibliographic records has resulted in an unusually high number of updated records being delivered each week, a total of 1.3 million records since January 1, 2024.
6. MARC 590 local notes
· CMWG discussed the use of MARC 590 for local notes in bibliographic records. Catalogers may continue using this field as a local extension for legacy collections. Options for adding collection information to MFHDs should be investigated. 590 notes may not be used for new collections.

2. Electronic Resources-  Wendy Shelburne						

ERWG has not met since December 5th, however, meetings will be scheduled over the next few months continue and discuss current status of and future work on continued set up of SSO on e-resource platforms, discussions centering around the possibility of providing more ebook purchasing for titles that have been assigned as textbooks, the possibilities of labeling numbers of users and sundry details for ebooks in ALMA for display in PRIMO, as well as license terms, and continuing discussion and investigation surrounding Leganto.  We will additionally be discussing what actions need to taken with regard to an upcoming and significant interface change for EbscoHost resources.  And, finally, auditing of standalone portfolios in ALMA continues.
