· The Wiley agreement has been signed. Tom is working with Dan and Heather on communications about what the agreement entails. 
· The agreement is a 0% increase. The big change is the addition of a cap to the number of Gold OA publications that are available across the Big 10. The cap is estimated to be by the end of August 2026. 
· Institutions must decide to if they will cover the rest of the Gold OA publication costs or if it will be the responsibility of the author. It would cost an estimated $560,000 to cover our costs through the rest of the agreement.
· Dean Stewart is discussing the situation with the provost. The Scholarly Communications & Publishing website is being updated with the new information.
