2. Announcements and Discussion Items

a. LibInsight:  Jen Yu provided an overview of proposed models for switching from DeskTracker to LibInsight to record statistics for reference interactions, instruction sessions, and room counts.  Of the four models discussed by the Library Assessment team with library units, the A+B model was preferred.  This model will reduce the number of systems in which data is entered and still have much of the functionality of DeskTracker as well as enhanced features.  The PDF shared by Jen is in a Division folder (see g:/social sciences division/LibInsights Statistics Information).  The Division had questions about specific features and timeline.  LibInsight will be implemented on July 1, 2023 for the 2024 fiscal year.  Efforts are being made to retain DeskTracker data for historical and annual report information.  LibInsight will use the same login credentials for units as their LibGuide accounts.  Training for LibInsight will be provided prior to the transition from DeskTracker.
b. Collections Desiderata List:  Lisa Romero presented an offer from Tom Teper to support purchase of expensive products with end-of-year money.  A list of video and ebook collections from Sage was provided in a spreadsheet (see g:/social sciences division/ CDC Documents/ Desiderata List April 2023 for Sage). Interest was expressed in several products.  Lisa asked to let her know of interest in any of the collections and she will share that information with Tom.  She will also ask Tom if there is a deadline for responding.  Another possible use of end-of-year funds is to purchase access to the Springer Nature product.  Tom Teper noted there were over 3,900 turn-aways on social science book chapters in Springer Nature in the past year.  Stephanie Baker will compile a list of those books to inform decision-making.  

3. Reports
· Central Public Services Division representative (Phillips)
· Lisa Hinchliffe asked CPS for input about the future of the Library Research Showcase, now managed by the Research & Publications Committee.  CPS suggested some type of event is needed to highlight Library research.  CPS volunteers are participating in drafting updated patron conduct policies.  CPS is planning to begin a hybrid schedule of meetings in-person or online.
· Collection Development Committee (Romero)
· Lisa noted that fund managers are spending down their funds as the end-of-year deadline approaches. Some large contracts are being renegotiated this year and next year (JSTOR at $560,000 with $33,000 access fees; ProQuest, Elesevier, EastView, BTAA ProQuest/Web of Science).  E-Resources staff are behind in orders, but should catch up soon.  The A-Z database page now has popular databases linked on the right side of the screen, and trial databases further down on the right.
